SUBJECT: Community Works Program — Construction of Concrete Sidewalk,
Curb and Handicap Ramp at West Wing Parkway and High Desert
Drive at the West Wing Elementary School (Project No. CW- 0801
Solicitation No. P05-0105, LCON 09905) ,

RECOMMENDATION:

That Mayor and Council approve the expenditure of funds to Bunney's Inc., utilizing the
existing on call contract in the amount of $18,016.10 for the construction of a school
crossing, sidewalk, and handicap ramp along High Desert Drive at the West Wing
Elementary School.

Payment will be from the Community Works Program, Account No. 1000-0310-543001-
CIPST-EN00240CO.

SUMMARY:

The Community Works Program provides funds to construct locally beneficial projects that
are not otherwise identified in the Capital Improvement Program. The projects included in
this program range from schoo! safety projects, sidewalk replacement, construction of
temporary asphalt sidewalks, landscaping projects, a fence installation project and
installation of shade canopies. Included in this program is the school safety project. The
purpose of this specific project, within the school safety project, is to construct 1,074 feet of
concrete sidewalk, 260 feet of curb, and a new handicap ramp at a new school crossing on
High Desert Drive, west of the West Wing intersection, across the street from the West
Wing Elementary School.
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The sidewalk to be constructed along High Desert Drive is to be eight feet wide. The curb
to be constructed is to retain the higher sloped landscaping along portions of the new
sidewalk. The new handicap ramp is to accommodate the new school crossing being
striped from the new sidewalk across the street to the existing sidewalk.

Staff has coordinated with Materials Managemient to utilize the on call contract (LCON
09905, P05-0103) with Bunney's Inc. to provide construction services for constructing the
new sidewalk, curb, and handicap ramp. Typical work within this contract includes
removal, replacement, and construction of concrete sidewalks, multi-use paths, curbs and
gutters, and speed humps.

Under an on call contract, the Materials Management department solicits bids from
contractors specializing in this type of work. The bidders submit unit costs on a pricing
sheet with a specific list of construction items provided in the solicitation package. The
most competitive and responsive contractor is chosen and contracted for an on call service
agreement. The master contract is established with standard specifications and pricing
based upon the submitted bid. When a specific project is issued to the assigned on call
contractor, the member and the contractor agree upon the scope and the cost is
determined by applying the unit costs to the appropriate scope of work items.

The attached proposal from Bunney's, Inc. is a second installment for the School Safety
Project under the Community Works Projects. With the school work being in conjunction
with the Peoria Unified School District (PUSD), it is difficult to complete all of the work at
one time. With exception to the summer break, the remaining school breaks are only one
to two weeks in duration. The original contract for sidewalk work was completed in
September, 2007 and totaled $48,737.76. The second contract of sidewalk work is now
ready to commence over the PUSD'’s winter break, the total expenditure for this budget
itern will exceed the $50,000 threshold and now warrants a council communication as
stated in the state procurement requirements, ARS 34-10. Below is the completed work to
date for the School Safety Project as part of the FY08 Community Works Project:
