 Registration for trips is done on a first-come/first-served basis. 
 Payment is due at time of registration.  Please have your credit card ready if registering by phone. 
 Registrations that are emailed to the Center will be processed after 10:30am on the first day of registration. 
 If you require assistance due to a mobility impairment, staff at the Center need to be informed at least two weeks 

prior to the trip so that accessible transportation can be arranged. Department of Transportation rules prohibit 
transporting motorized assistive devices in cargo holds. 

 Luxury Transportation is a bus supplied by a commercial charter company. 
 Transportation used for outings typically requires you to negotiate 2-8 stairs getting in and out of a vehicle.  

People unable to use stairs independently are responsible to make arrangements for personal assistance. 
 All trips require a minimum number of registrations. Please adhere to deadlines as trips will be cancelled if the 

minimum is not reached. 
 Please arrive at least 15 minutes before departure times.
