Purpose:   
 
The intent of this report is to present to the City Council the findings and recommendations of 
the recently completed Peoria Youth Master Plan. 
 
Background/Summary: 
 
In 2000, the National League of Cities launched the Institute for Youth, Education, and Families 
to help municipal officials  take  action on behalf of  the  children,  youth,  and  families  in  their 
communities. The NLC advocates  the creation of a youth master plan as a corner  stone of a 
successful  youth development program. A  youth master plan  establishes  a  shared  vision  for 
youth  in  a  community  and  identifies  the  strategies needed  to  achieve desired outcomes  for 
youth. 
 
In July 2011, the city set out to create a youth master plan. A core group of city employees from 
several  different  departments  formed  a  working  group  to  coordinate  the  overall  effort.  In 
August of the same year, the city extended  invitations to youth‐serving community  leaders to 
serve on the Peoria Youth Master Plan Steering Committee. This group subsequently convened 
to define a vision, mission, and focus areas that would form the foundation of the master plan. 
The steering committee felt strongly that such an effort would need to involve members of the 
community,  including our youth, to be successful. As such, the working group held a series of 
focus groups in October and November of 2011 to obtain input from youth and adults.  Groups 
were asked about what they felt were the most important issues and challenges facing youth in 
Peoria, and what they believed the community could do to improve in each focus area. 
 
Based  on  this  feedback,  the  City working  group  and  steering  committee  developed  a  Youth 
Master Plan document.   The document  is  the  culmination of a year‐long effort  to develop a 
comprehensive  agenda  for  children  and  youth  in  our  community.  According  to  the  Arizona 
Center for Afterschool Excellence, this is the first youth master plan by an Arizona city.  
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Previous Actions: 
 
Staff presented the preliminary recommendations of the Youth Master Plan to the City Council 
Subcommittee on Community Culture on April 9, 2012. The subcommittee recommended that 
the Youth Master Plan be presented to the full Council. 
 
For  Fiscal  year  2010,  the  City  Council  approved  the  original  budget  supplemental  allocating 
$50,000  toward  the  development  of  a  Youth Master  Plan.    However,  in  lieu  of  an  outside 
consultant,  this  internally  managed  project  has  been  largely  undertaken  with  existing 
resources. 
 
Options: 
 
This is an informational presentation.  No action is necessary at this time. 
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
 
As an  informational presentation  to  the City Council about  the Peoria Youth Master Plan, no 
recommendation is necessary at this time. 
 
Fiscal Analysis: 
 
There is no fiscal impact to the city associated with this study session presentation. 
 
Narrative:   
 
Any comments or suggestions received during this study session will be incorporated into a final 
version  of  the  Peoria  Youth Master  Plan  and  brought  back  to  the  City  Council  for  adoption 
during a future meeting. Several of our community partners  in this project have expressed an 
interest  in bringing the plan to their respective governing boards for adoption. Once adopted, 
city staff will work with our partners to implement the recommendations.

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INTRODUCTION 

Today’s youth are increasingly faced with the complexities of modern life. The social stresses 
that confront our children can have an lasting effect if left unchecked. The well being of young 
people is essential to the well being of any community. When a young adult drops out of 
school, gets pregnant at an early age, becomes involved with drugs and alcohol, joins a gang, or 
otherwise engages in self-destructive behaviors, their problems soon become the problems of 
the community. 
 
Increasingly, cities are becoming more proactive in helping youth avoid behaviors that ulti-
mately cost taxpayer dollars and negatively affect community image and quality of life. The old 
adage, “An ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure,” certainly rings true in this era of cost 
cutting and reductions in services. Cities no longer have the financial capacity to simply throw 
money at problems. As such, many are beginning to invest in the less expensive option of pre-
venting problems affecting children and families. 
 
The National League of Cities, one of the largest national organizations representing local gov-
ernments in the United States, has recognized the influence that mayors, city councilmembers, 
and other community leaders can have in improving outcomes for children and youth. In 2000, 
the NLC launched the Institute for Youth, Education, and Families to help municipal officials 
take action on behalf of the children, youth, and families in their communities. This section of 
the NLC offers a number of strategies and tools for cities seeking to address youth issues, in-
cluding conferences and workshops, research and surveys, action kits, e-mail listservs, and 
technical assistance. 
 
One of the keys to a successful youth development program is a youth master plan. A youth 
master plan establishes a shared vision for youth in a community and identifies the strategies 
needed to achieve desired outcomes for youth. A youth master plan should not be “owned” by 
the city government or the school district or any other single youth-serving agency, but rather 
by the community as a whole. According to the NLC, “… the development of a youth master 
plan advances a strategy in which municipal leaders—working together with school officials, 
and with input from young people as well as community organizations, parents, and other resi-
dents and stakeholder—craft a comprehensive and effective agenda for children and youth.” 
 
Peoria is fortunate to have community leaders who are concerned about the welfare of our com-
munity’s youth. These leaders have thrown their support behind an effort to develop a youth 
master plan for Peoria. This document is the result of their foresight and dedication to the Peo-
ria’s youth. 
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BACKGROUND AND PROCESS 
 
The City of Peoria embarked on the process of creating a youth master plan in July 2011. At 
that time, the city assigned a small group of employees from several different departments to 
serve on a working group that would coordinate the overall effort. This group understood from 
the beginning that even though all the members were city employees, this was not a city project 
and that its success would depend on involving community leaders and getting input from youth 
themselves. 
 
Steering Committee 
One of the key components of the project strategy was to establish a steering committee of 
community leaders to define the vision, mission, and goals that would form the foundation of 
the master plan. In August, the city extended invitations to individuals around the community, 
and they accepted without exception. In addition to representatives of the city and the Peoria 
Unified School District, the steering committee included representatives of the Boys & Girls 
Club, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Christ Church of the Valley, Peoria Chamber of Commerce, 
Arizona Center for Afterschool Excellence, and Arizona Department of Economic Security’s 
Faith-Based and Community Initiatives. 
 
On August 31, 2011, the steering committee convened at Peoria City Hall for a visioning ses-
sion led by a professional facilitator. The objective of this visioning session was to elicit ideas 
about youth development in Peoria so as to be able to formulate a vision statement and a mis-
sion statement and identify key focus areas. The facilitator led the steering committee through 
several exercises, starting with a discussion of the group’s beliefs and values with respect to the 
community’s responsibilities toward youth. Members of the steering committee also weighed in 
on draft vision and mission statements and provided very specific suggestions to reach and en-
gage Peoria youth. 
 
Following the visioning session, the working group took the concepts of the steering committee 
and distilled them into revised vision and mission statements and six focus areas. These were 
sent to each member of the steering committee for review and comments. Overall, the steering 
committee liked what the working group came up with, but a few suggestions for improvement 
were made, and these were incorporated into the final version of the vision statement, mission 
statement, and goal areas, as shown on the following page.

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Focus Groups 
During the visioning session, the steering committee made it clear that the master planning 
process would need to heavily involve members of the community, including our youth, to be 
successful. The working group chose to use focus groups to obtain input from youth and adults 
regarding what they felt were the most important issues and challenges facing youth in Peoria 
and to gather input on what the community could do to improve in each of the focus areas. The 
team came up with the following standard set of questions to ask youth and adults. 
 
Youth Questions: 
 What are the main issues facing children and youth today? 
 What challenges, barriers, or obstacles do you see in our community for youth? 
 With a show of hands, how many of you think Peoria is a safe place?  What could the com-

munity do to help you feel safer? 
 Are there activities you want to participate in and can’t get to due to lack of transportation? 

(Halloween, Easter Celebration, 4th of July) 
 What are you doing to prepare for your future following high school?  What can the com-

munity do to help you? 
 Think of the activities and services offered within the community (before/after school pro-

grams, youth classes, youth sports, libraries, community and recreation centers). What ac-
tivities are lacking? 

 You (youth) have a voice in the community. What barriers could be removed to allow you 
greater opportunities to be heard? 

 How can we do a better job of getting the youth involved in the community? 
 What other ideas do you have for making our community a better place for youth? 
 What is your preferred method of learning about activities in the community? 
 
Adult Questions: 
 What are the main issues facing children and youth today? 
 What challenges, barriers, or obstacles do you see in our community for youth? 
 With a show of hands, do you believe Peoria is a safe place for youth? 
 What can we do to make Peoria a safer place for youth? 
 Are there activities your children want to participate in and can’t?  Why? 
 What can the community do to help youth prepare for life after high school? 
 Think of the activities and services for youth offered within the community (before/after 

school programs, youth classes, youth sports, libraries, community and recreation centers). 
What activities are lacking? 

 What opportunities do youth have to be heard in the community? 
 How can we do a better job of getting youth involved in our community? 
 What other ideas do you have for making our community a better place for youth? 
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In October and November of 2011, the working group held 10 focus groups with various youth 
and adult groups in Peoria. The youth focus groups included the Peoria Youth Advisory Board, 
Centennial High School Student Council, Paseo Verde Elementary School Student Council, 
Peoria Explorers, Girl Scouts, and Boys & Girls Club (2). The adult focus groups included City 
of Peoria employees, the Paseo Verde Elementary School PTSO, and Girl Scouts parents. 
 
Through the focus groups, the working group learned a lot about the needs of Peoria youth and 
ways the community could do a better job of serving them. Below are some of the key findings 
that emerged from the focus groups: 
 
 There is no shortage of programs for youth in Peoria. 
 Some youth do not have the money or the transportation to take advantage of all the avail-

able programs available to them. 
 Many youth do not know about all the different programs available to them. 
 Quality facilities abound in Peoria, but the community needs to do a better job of sharing 

these facilities. 
 Peoria is a safe community, but youth feel that police officers often assume the worst about 

them. There is a need for better communication and more positive interactions between 
youth and the Police Department. 

 The community needs to provide more internships, volunteer opportunities, mentoring pro-
grams, and character education to youth. 
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GOAL 1: EDUCATION AND LIFE PREPARATION 

Youth have a sense of purpose and graduate from high school with a life plan. 

Goal Description 
For all intents and purposes, obtaining a high school diploma is the first step toward securing a 
living wage and becoming a productive member of a community. Without a diploma, opportu-
nities become extremely limited. As such, at the most basic level, a community should do its 
utmost to ensure that as many youth as possible complete their high school education. 
 
As a young person approaches high school graduation, an important choice awaits: whether to 
continue his or her education at a higher level or enter the workforce immediately. Either way, 
young people need to prepare for the future while they are still in high school. There are many 
ways to do this, including learning about different careers and fields of study, participating in 
internship and mentoring programs, and holding part-time jobs, to name just a few. Both the 
school system and the community have a role to play in ensuring that youth receive this prepa-
ration. 
 
Status 
Peoria is fortunate that its youth are served by two excellent school districts in the Peoria Uni-
fied School District and the Deer Valley Unified School District. In the Peoria Unified School 
District, which serves the vast majority of Peoria students, the high school graduation rate is 94 
percent. This is much better than the statewide high school graduation rate of 76 percent. It is 
safe to say that as a community, Peoria is doing an excellent job of ensuring that its youth earn 
a high school diploma. 
 
Both school districts in Peoria have career and technical education (CTE) programs to help stu-
dents apply what they are learning in the classroom to a real-world setting. Focused classes and 
work-based learning experiences provide opportunities for career exploration and help prepare 
students to either continue their education or enter the workforce upon graduation. Work-based 
learning experiences, which include such things as internships, job shadowing, and cooperative 
education, connect students to the world of work. These experiences can be either paid or un-
paid. The city and Peoria businesses participate in these programs, but there is always a need 
for quality work-based learning experiences. 
 
One issue the Peoria Unified School District identified as a concern is that of summer learning 
loss. This refers to the loss of skills in reading and math when students are not engaged in learn-
ing over the summer break. Low-income students tend to be disproportionately affected by 
summer learning loss, as their parents generally do not send them to enriching camps, take them 
on educational vacations, or surround them with books during the summer break. School dis-
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tricts, of course, are not in contact with students over the summer and thus are not in a position 
to prevent summer learning loss. 
 
The school district also is concerned about what their students are doing after school lets out. 
Many do not receive the support or encouragement needed to complete their homework and 
learn the material presented in the classroom. This support is especially important for students 
who are struggling in school. Peoria Unified School District has indicated that it believes some 
form of homework assistance or tutoring during afterschool programming could help these stu-
dents. Although students can do their homework during the city’s AM/PM program and staff 
will help with this as they are able, the program does not have a formal homework assistance or 
tutoring program. 

 
Recommendations 
1. Expand internship/mentoring opportunities for youth 
Many youth expressed a desire to “try out” different careers through work-based learning ex-
periences like internships. Such experiences are available to high school students through career 
and technical education programs offered by the school districts. However, the school districts 
are constantly looking for organizations in the community to accept student interns. The City of 
Peoria should set the example by accepting a greater number of student interns than it does 
now. 
 
2. Provide job preparation training for youth 
There is no better way for youth to experience what the workplace is like and to learn responsi-
bility than by holding a part-time job. Unfortunately, today’s labor market is extremely tight, 
with many adults now working in jobs that were once filled mostly by teens. Many youth said 
they need training in resume preparation and interviewing. All organizations in the community 
that provide services to teens should incorporate such training into their programs. 
 
3. Encourage year-round learning, with an emphasis on reading 
Summer learning loss is of increasing concern to schools. Summer programs and camps are an 
ideal setting in which to address this issue—at least for those students who are able to partici-
pate. These programs need to incorporate an educational component, particularly reading. How-
ever, it is important to recognize that the kind of education that occurs in summer programs 
must be different than what goes on in the classroom during school. Also, emphasis should be 
placed on marketing the city’s two public libraries, which offer free summer reading programs. 
 
4. Enhance homework assistance during out-of-school programs 
The long-term vision would be to hire teachers or other qualified people to provide tutoring to 
participants of the AM/PM program. In the short term, the city is seeking dedicated quiet space 
during AM/PM hours in which those who wish to work on their homework can do so undis-
turbed. 
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5. Make arts education an integral part of youth development 
When money is tight, as it is now, one of the first things to go is “non-core” curriculum like the 
arts. Community leaders believe that participation in the arts is an essential component of a 
complete education and is beneficial to the intellectual and social development of youth. As part 
of this recommendation, the city and Peoria Unified School District will apply for the Kennedy 
Center’s Any Given Child Program, which helps communities strategically plan for and provide 
an equitable arts education for students in grades K-8. 
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GOAL 2: SAFETY 

Youth are safe at home, at school, and in the community. 

Goal Description 
Safety is a foundational goal for any community. Unless and until this most basic goal is 
achieved, youth are unlikely to reach their potential in other important areas and are more likely 
to become entangled in risky behaviors. Youth have unique and constantly evolving needs for 
safety, and finding ways to identify those needs and develop effective solutions is an ongoing 
process. In addition to traditional education-based approaches, this goal includes opportunities 
for youth to establish positive relationships with law enforcement personnel, with the intent of 
fostering better decision making. 
 
Status 
Data and feedback from the focus groups and from interviews with the school resource officers 
indicate that Peoria is a very safe community for youth. Still, Peoria youth and their parents 
have safety-related concerns. Even though parents may consider their neighborhoods to be safe, 
they are reluctant to let their kids roam freely in those same neighborhoods. Discussions about 
safety inevitably lead to concerns about drugs and bullying. And while many adults and youth 
have nothing but good things to say about police officers, some still think that an adversarial 
relationship exists between officers and youth and that the community needs more positive in-
teractions with law enforcement. 
 
Both the Community Services and Youth Support Services sections of the Police Department 
play key roles in this goal. Community Services is responsible for crime prevention and safety 
education, including the anti-bullying presentations that have been given at the elementary 
school level for the past several years. Data show that bullying-related crimes and calls for ser-
vice have been positively impacted by this program. Community Services provides safety infor-
mation and presentations on a wide variety of topics to youth of all ages. 
 
Youth and Support Services handles the school resource officer (SRO) program, which places 
one officer full time at three different PUSD high schools. This program provides a continuous 
police presence in these schools and an opportunity for students to get to know a police officer. 
Other opportunities for youth to associate with police officers are the Youth Citizen’s Police 
Academy and the Peoria Police Department Law Enforcement Explorer Post. The academy in-
troduces 7th and 8th graders to the Police Department through hands-on activities, tours, and 
lectures. The Explorer Post, which is affiliated with the Boy Scouts of America, provides law 
enforcement training, community service opportunities, leadership training, and social and out-
door recreational activities for youth ages 14 through 20. 
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Recommendations 
1. Promote positive interactions between youth and police officers 
Young people need to be comfortable enough with police officers to go to them if they or some-
one they know ever has a problem. To achieve this level of comfort, youth need to interact with 
the police outside of police incidents or formal programs. Examples of ways the Police Depart-
ment can increase the number of these types of interactions include police participation in 
sports and recreational programs, interaction with the public at special events, police mentoring 
of young people, and continued emphasis on the community policing concept as a means to en-
courage more informal interactions with youth. 
 
2. Increase safety presentations at schools and around the community 
The Police Department regularly makes presentations on bullying and other safety topics at 
schools and other community forums. The vision here is to do this on a much larger scale both 
as a means of familiarizing youth with police officers and to teach youth how to take responsi-
bility for their own safety. This might be best accomplished by working through organizations 
like churches, Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, Boys & Girls Clubs, Little League, etc. 
 
3. Target conflict resolution, mediation, anti-violence efforts toward youth. 
One way to prevent violence is to equip people with the skills needed to effectively resolve con-
flicts. The Police Department’s mediation program helps neighbors resolve disputes. Similar 
training could be provided to school and youth groups so that they can design their own pro-
grams to help youth positively deal with conflict. 
 
4. Strengthen relationships between police and community organizations 
The preceding recommendations can go a long way toward strengthening relationships between 
police and community organizations, but there are additional measures that can be taken. For 
example, the police chief recently formed a council of community leaders to discuss law en-
forcement issues in Peoria. This group should include youth representatives or, at the very least, 
adult representatives from organizations that serve youth. 
 
5. Build relationships between the police and juvenile detention authorities 
The Police Department has an active relationship with adult probation authorities, meeting 
regularly with them to discuss parolees and related issues. This recommendation is to extend 
this practice to juvenile probation authorities to assist these youth in assimilating back into the 
community, enlisting the help of the SROs where applicable. 
 
6. Explore SRO program availability at additional high schools 
School resource officers have proven effective in preventing crime and violence at schools and 
building positive relationships between police officers and youth. However, we do not have 
SROs in all of the high schools in Peoria. Obviously there is a cost to expanding this program to 
additional schools. If and when the city’s fiscal position improves or outside funding sources 
for this purpose become available, the city should consider SROs at additional high schools. 
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GOAL 3: ACCESS 

Youth have access to community programs and services and have efficient transportation op-

tions that allow them to connect with positive opportunities in the community. 

Goal Description 
Even though youth may be served by a variety of quality programs and services in their com-
munity, the impact will be muted if youth are not able to access these programs. The two most 
common barriers to participation are lack of transportation and lack of financial resources to 
pay for programs. As such, the purpose of this goal is to ensure that youth who want to partici-
pate in any given program or activity are not precluded from doing so because they either are 
unable to get there or cannot afford to participate. 
 
Status 
The City of Peoria offers a wide variety of recreation programs designed specifically for youth. 
Likewise, the school districts as well as for-profit and not-for-profit organizations in Peoria and 
throughout the West Valley offer an almost unlimited menu of programs and activities for 
youth in our community. However, it is safe to say based on the focus groups with youth and 
their parents that not all youth are able to participate to the degree they would like due to lack of 
transportation and/or financial resources. 
 
For City of Peoria programming, some transportation options exist to help ensure youth access 
to these offerings. The Summer Step-Out program for teens ages 11 through 14 runs for eight 
weeks each summer during what would be normal school hours. The city will pick up teens at 
the nearest grade school and transport them to one of the three Step-Out sites located at Peoria, 
Centennial, and Sunrise high schools. In addition, an optional after-hours program enables the 
teens to be picked up from the Step-Out sites and transported to the Rio Vista Recreation Center 
where they can remain until 6 p.m. 
 
Similarly, the Summer Recreation program for youth in 1st through 5th grades runs for eight 
weeks each summer during what would be normal school hours. The city will pick up partici-
pants at their nearest grade school—if that school is not a summer recreation site—and trans-
port them to the nearest summer recreation site. Transportation for all summer recreation pro-
grams is provided by the Peoria Unified School District. PUSD provides the buses and the city 
hires trained drivers. 
 
For non-city programming, transportation options are very limited. Peoria’s Dial-A-Ride pro-
gram is a user-requested ride from one point in the city to another. Teens over the age of 16 can 
use this service by themselves, but younger teens and children must be accompanied by an 
adult. Rides must be scheduled in advance and are not guaranteed for the time requested. For 
juniors, the cost per ride is $1. 
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The Peoria Branch of the Boys & Girls Clubs, located just south of Cactus Road and east of 
83rd Avenue, primarily serves youth in southern Peoria. The club picks up roughly 60 kids 
from nearby elementary schools and transports them to the club on school days. This is the 
maximum number of kids the club can transport with its existing vehicle resources. At the end 
of the program each day, participants are either picked up by their parents or they release them-
selves and walk home. The director of the Peoria branch indicated that program participation 
dropped when the city’s Dial-A-Ride program stopped transporting kids younger than 16, and 
he recommends that the city revisit this policy. 
 
Transportation is also a challenge for the Peoria Unified School District. The district’s director 
of career services says transportation is the number one reason students are not able to partici-
pate in internships. 
 
For City of Peoria programming, there is a financial assistance option to ensure access to rec-
reation programs. Play Peoria Inc., a 501(c)(3) charity operated by the City of Peoria, offers 
scholarships for youth that are used to pay for recreational opportunities for families that dem-
onstrate financial need. The policy of the City of Peoria is to not turn away participants for lack 
of financial means. However, when we asked youth and their parents about Play Peoria, few, if 
any, were aware of it. 
 
For non-city recreation programming, there are limited financial assistance options available to 
youth. These opportunities exist organization by organization and usually are not well adver-
tised. 
 
Recommendations 
1. Identify options for improving transportation for Peoria youth 
Based on focus groups and interviews, we know that lack of transportation is a barrier to par-
ticipation for some Peoria youth. However, we do not know how many youth are affected or the 
best way to remedy this problem. As such, we recommend hiring a professional to study the 
transportation needs of our youth and identify the best options for meeting this need in our com-
munity. 
 
2. Increase awareness of and funding for the Play Peoria scholarship fund 
Play Peoria Inc. was established for the purpose of allocating tax deductible donations in sup-
port of the parks, libraries, and recreation programs of the City of Peoria Community Services 
Department. These donations can be allocated to scholarships to help children from low-income 
families participate in enrichment programs and recreational activities. There is evidence that at 
least some youth in need may not be aware that they could use this program to participate in 
city programs. As such, the city should take the necessary steps to advertise this program within 
the community. As awareness increases, so too must fundraising efforts to meet the increased 
demand. Effective fundraising takes a concentrated and focused effort by a dedicated staff 
member, which we do not have at this time. 
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3. Reevaluate qualification criteria for Play Peoria 
To qualify for a youth scholarship, the participant has to show financial need based on 
qualification for other government aid programs. The social stigma associated with these 
programs may prevent some participants from applying for assistance through Play Peo‐
ria. We recommend reevaluating the qualification criteria in order to ensure that this im‐
portant resource is serving as many youth in need as possible. 
 
4.  Encourage youth­serving organizations to apply for non­profit funding 
Each year, the city awards small grants to non‐profit organizations in the community 
through a competitive application process. Youth‐serving non‐profits in Peoria should be 
encouraged to apply for these funds as a means of offering financial assistance for their 
programs. 
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GOAL 4: COMMUNITY COLLABORATION 

Government agencies, schools, faith-based organizations, non-profit organizations, and private 

entities work collaboratively for the benefit of youth. 

Goal Description 
One of the major reasons for undertaking a youth master plan in the first place is to coordinate 
the efforts of the various organizations in a community that provide services and programs for 
youth. Without such coordination, a community runs the risk of unnecessarily duplicating offer-
ings for youth and thus wasting resources. The city, school districts, faith-based organizations, 
non-profit organizations, and private entities should view youth development as a collaborative 
undertaking in which all available resources are brought to bear for the benefit of Peoria youth. 
 
Status 
The City of Peoria Community Services Department works with many different community 
partners in delivering a wide variety of services and programs for youth. Below are some exam-
ples of this collaboration in action. 
 
 The Sports Division provides opportunities for youth to participate in recreational sports. 

Many of these, including volleyball, soccer, flag football, basketball, baseball, golf, and ten-
nis, are mostly run out of Peoria Unified School District facilities around the city. Sports 
seasons are aligned with the district’s sports calendar. 

 The AM/PM program also operates out of school district facilities, with programs at all 21 
elementary schools. The AM/PM programs are licensed through the Arizona Department of 
Health Services. The Arizona Department of Economic Security provides funding for low-
income children. 

 The city offers youth enrichment classes in collaboration with service providers in all sec-
tors. For example, for-profit vendors are contracted to teach classes in dance, karate, art, 
music, first aid, childcare and babysitting safety, and tennis, to name just a few. 

 The Adaptive Recreation program partners with West Valley Special Olympics to provide 
competitive sports for persons with disabilities. Programs are run out of city and school dis-
trict facilities, with funding and staff support provided by West Valley Special Olympics. 

 During the summer, the Teen Step Out, Summer Camp, and Summer Recreation programs 
offer daily field trips for participants. Using buses provided by PUSD, these programs trans-
port participants to local businesses such as Wazee’s World, Harkins Theaters, Oasis Gym-
nastics, Arizona Broadway Theater, and Theater Works, as well as to city recreation facili-
ties, including the swimming pools, libraries, and Rio Vista Park and Recreation Center. 

 
As these examples demonstrate, there is a lot of collaboration among community partners in 
delivering services and programs to Peoria youth. However, these are stand-alone programs that 
are not being coordinated to achieve mutually agreed upon outcomes for youth. The purpose of 
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this master planning effort is to identify those outcomes and recommend specific actions needed 
to achieve them. 
 
Recommendations 
1. Create a Community Council for Youth to implement Youth Master Plan 
The Peoria Youth Master Plan Steering Committee, comprised of representatives from various 
youth-serving agencies in the community, can serve as a model for a new Community Council 
for Youth that will meet on a regular basis to ensure progress toward plan goals. Structured 
properly, this group will coordinate the efforts of the community as a whole in ensuring that the 
needs of Peoria’s youth are being met and that we are not wasting scarce resources by duplicat-
ing programs and services. 
 
2. Develop a community web portal for youth 
Over and over again during the focus groups we heard that both youth and their parents did not 
know about all of the offerings for young people in Peoria and did not know where to go for 
information. Furthermore, users do not understand which agencies provide which programs in 
the community. The youth suggested creating a one-stop information portal on activities and 
programs for youth in Peoria, preferably using a web-based platform and perhaps incorporating 
social media. 
 
3. Maximize communication tools for reaching youth 
This is related to the last recommendation. Each agency has its own methods for communicat-
ing with the youth it serves. For example, Peoria Unified School District has a closed-circuit 
television system. The city has Channel 11. Peoria youth would be better served and would 
have more knowledge of all the programs and services available to them if the various agencies 
in the community could use each other’s communication tools to reach youth that they other-
wise could not reach using their own tools. 
 
4. Seek grant funding as community partners, not individual agencies 
Many of the goals and recommendations in this plan will require additional resources to 
achieve. To the extent that this money can be obtained from outside sources, all the better. By 
applying for grants as community partners trying to achieve results for the community as a 
whole rather than for a single agency, we may be more successful in obtaining grant funding. 
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GOAL 5: CIVIC ENGAGEMENT 

Youth have opportunities to have their voice heard and positively impact their community. 

Goal Description 
Participation is the bedrock of public processes. Civic engagement refers to opportunities for 
youth to learn about and participate in policy making and community building. As civic engage-
ment is both a right and a responsibility, the community should explore ways to increase oppor-
tunities for youth to be involved citizens. Involvement can take many forms, but for our pur-
poses it means active participation in both policy making and volunteer activities. As they be-
come involved in local issues and participate in service projects, youth need to be made to feel 
like they are valued members of the community. Youth who are thus engaged are less likely to 
engage in risky behaviors and more likely to become involved adults who feel a strong connec-
tion to their community. 
 
Status 
Through both formal and informal city processes, youth are able to provide input about issues 
and programs that are important to them, particularly in the area of recreation. The Youth Advi-
sory Board gives a City Council-selected group of 21 young people a formal role in evaluating 
policies and proposals pertaining to youth activities. The Police and Fire departments each offer 
youth academies that educate young people about how these public safety functions work and 
what they can do to keep themselves and their families safe. The Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts 
teach civics through their merit badge programs and offer leadership opportunities within their 
troops. Service organizations provide resources and limited opportunities for youth to voice 
their opinions on community issues, though largely through the voice of the organization’s ad-
vocate or management. 
 
Volunteer opportunities for youth are many and varied throughout the community. Faith-based 
organizations and civic-minded organizations like the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts provide such 
opportunities for their members as part of their mission. Oftentimes, these organizations partner 
with the city, lending their hands to such programs as Neighborhood Pride, Habitat for Human-
ity, and Earth Day (tree planting, trail cleaning, etc.). Teen volunteers work at both Peoria li-
braries year-round, with higher numbers during summer break. In the recreation area, youth can 
volunteer to serve as junior lifeguards at city pools, become a peer pal for a child with a dis-
abilty, or assist at the Rio Vista Recreation Center. In short, there are many ways youth can vol-
unteer within the community. However, those who are not part of an organization that partici-
pates in these kinds of activities as a matter of course or who are not particularly attuned to 
what is going on in the community may miss out on these opportunities simply for lack of 
awareness.

Recommendations 
1. Involve youth as voting members of city boards and commissions, as appropriate 
Peoria citizens serving on city boards and commissions provide guidance and direction to the 
City Council on specific issues. While youth have a voice through the Youth Advisory Board, 
other boards and commissions deal with issues directly affecting young people. This recom-
mendation is to include youth as voting members of select boards and commissions, with the 
aim of making them equal partners in community affairs. 
 
2. Promote youth volunteerism in Peoria 
Youth-led community service projects help young people develop new skills and strengthen 
their sense of civic responsibility, not to mention improve the perception of youth by adults. 
Volunteer opportunities for youth abound in Peoria. However, if you do not belong to certain 
organizations or come from a family that is engaged in community activities, your likelihood of 
becoming involved in such opportunities is likely quite low. As a community, Peoria could use 
a more coordinated effort to promote youth volunteerism. As such, we recommend establishing 
a formal youth volunteer program managed by existing staff within an existing city department 
or division to raise awareness of volunteer opportunities and to create new ones where youth 
may be able to meet specific community needs. 
 
3. Create a bill of rights for children and youth 
The very exercise of creating a bill of rights for children and youth teaches young people about 
the constitution and citizen participation in local government, while at the same time producing 
a document that can be used in policy making. The process of developing a bill of rights is de-
signed to mirror the adoption of the U.S. Constitution. Through a series of school and commu-
nity forums, a core group of youth drafts a bill of rights. A convention is held in which a much 
larger gathering of youth comes together to “ratify” the bill of rights. Portland was the first city 
to adopt such a document, and it continues to be used by the Youth Commission to influence 
municipal policy. 
 
4. Use new media to engage young people in community affairs 
The communications habits of today’s youth are very different from their counterparts of even a 
generation ago. The predominant forms of communications for today’s youth include social net-
working websites, text messaging and other mobile applications, YouTube, blogs, and other 
interactive Web-based services. Youth commissions around the country are already using these 
types of new media to keep members informed, to share information, to highlight accomplish-
ments, etc. To reach young people and engage them in community affairs, Peoria needs to more 
effectively use new media. Specific ideas include creating a youth civics website, developing 
youth-specific programming on Channel 11 (and made available via YouTube), using Facebook 
and Twitter to inform youth about issues and activities, and opening an electronic suggestion 
box. 
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5. Ensure that youth understand how their community works 
Traditionally, civics education tends to be long on national government structure and workings 
but very short on local government, despite the fact that it is at the local level that young people 
have the greatest opportunities to get involved and actually influence their day-to-day lives. The 
city already offers youth citizen academies for police and fire. The city should consider creating 
a general government citizen academy for youth, much like the Peoria Leadership Institute. Be-
cause such a program would be limited to a small number of youth, the city should look to in-
corporate this type of learning into its AM/PM and summer programs. Finally, the city and 
school districts should explore having city staff make presentations in the schools about how 
city government works. 
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GOAL 6: OUT-OF-SCHOOL ENRICHMENT 

Youth know about and participate in quality programs during out-of-school time. 

Goal Description 
Young people cannot develop the intellectual, social, and emotional skills needed to develop 
into productive adults just by attending school, as crucial as that experience is. To reach their 
full potential, youth need to participate in quality out-of-school enrichment activities. These ac-
tivities are many and varied and are offered by many different kinds of organizations in the 
community, one of which are the before and after school programs offered by government pro-
viders like the City of Peoria. The important thing is that youth are involved in a variety of 
quality, enriching activities during out-of-school time. 
 
The benefits of such activities are many. Here are just a few, taken from research findings by 
the National Institute on Out-of-School Time, Afterschool Alliance, Arizona Center for After-
school Excellence, Nellie Mae Foundation, and American Youth Policy Forum: 
 
 Fourteen million American youth are left by themselves after school and only 6.5 million 

participate in after-school programming. Fifteen million more youth would participate if 
programs were available to them. 

 At-risk youth benefit the most from afterschool programming. Studies indicate that at-risk 
youth show improvements in social and emotional factors with participation in these pro-
grams. 

 Participation in afterschool activities is associated with better grades, less truancy, greater 
enjoyment of school, and greater academic effort. 

 Adolescents who participate in out-of-school activities are less likely to experiment with 
drugs, alcohol, and cigarettes; less likely to engage in sexual activity; and less likely to skip 
class. 

 Youth programs reduce crime by providing supervision between the hours of 3 and 6 p.m.
—the peak hours for adolescent crime. These are also the peak hours for other risky behav-
iors and experimentation. 

 More than half of teens say that they would not spend as much time watching TV or playing 
video games if they had other things to do after school. 

 Out-of-school programs can decrease gaps in educational achievement linked to socioeco-
nomic status by providing disadvantaged youth with opportunities and experiences similar 
to those available to youth with more resources. 

 
Status 
As a community, Peoria has a wealth of offerings for its youth, including sports and recreation 
programs, creative arts programs, fitness and aquatic programs, special-interest classes, library 
programs, special events, public safety programs, faith-based programs, and more. These pro-
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grams are offered by dozens of different organizations throughout the community, from govern-
ment agencies to churches and non-profit organizations to private businesses. The Youth Pro-
gram Inventory in the Appendix is the city’s best attempt to catalogue as many of the youth pro-
gram offerings and providers in Peoria as possible. 
 
During the focus groups, youth and their parents confirmed that Peoria is not lacking in quality 
programming for young people. At the same time, however, we heard that awareness of these 
programs is sometimes lacking. More concerning is that some youth are not able to participate 
in out-of-school programs because they either cannot get to them or they do not have the re-
sources to pay for them. These issues are addressed in other sections of this plan. 
 
In most communities, the city parks and recreation department is among the largest, if not the 
largest, provider of youth programming. This is true in Peoria, where the city’s Community Ser-
vices Department offers a wide variety of programs designed specifically for youth. The Peoria 
Unified School District is a critical partner in these programs, offering the use of many of its 
facilities through a joint use agreement with the city. Below is an overview of some of the pro-
grams offered by the City of Peoria. 
 
The Peoria AM/PM Recreation Program, co-sponsored with the Peoria Unified School District, 
is a resource for working parents in need of childcare before and after school. AM/PM offers K-
8 grade children a well-rounded program in a secure environment, conveniently located on all 
PUSD elementary school campuses. All sites are state licensed, and DES assistance for low-
income families is available for qualified participants. Summer Camp is an extension of the 
AM/PM program that is offered during the non-school months from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. The bot-
tom line—recreational child care is available in Peoria 51 weeks of the year. 
 
The Summer Recreation Program is for children entering the 1st through the 5th grades and 
runs for eight weeks during regular school hours at select elementary schools around the city. 
This is a drop-in program, so participants can leave anytime during the day. Featuring arts and 
crafts, group games, free play, and optional side trips, the program helps kids have a fun-filled 
summer and experience new and old recreational activities. 
 
The Summer Step-Out Program is for teens entering the 6th through the 9th grades and runs for 
eight weeks during regular school hours at three different high schools. Featuring arts and 
crafts, group games, on-site tournaments, and optional off-site field trips, this program is perfect 
for teens looking for an alternative to staying home during the summer. 
 
The city runs a large youth sports program. Youth can participate in a wide variety of team 
sports, including soccer, basketball, flag football, tee ball, baseball, softball, tennis, volleyball, 
and more. These programs rely on volunteer coaches—typically parents. For most of these 
sports, games are held on Saturday mornings, with practices during the week at the discretion of 
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the coaches. During the summer, the city offers teen sports camps for participants ages 12 to 17. 
Several two-week sessions are held in June and July. 
 
The city offers a full array of special-interest classes for children and youth of all ages. These 
classes are offered throughout the year. Some of the classes offered for the K-12 population in-
clude drawing, creative writing, acting, improv, cheerleading, dance, fencing, karate, guitar, and 
ice skating. 
 
On top of the Step-Out Program, youth sports, and special-interest classes, the city runs a robust 
teen program that includes monthly junior high dances, Friday night dodgeball, and trips to 
such places as Wazee World, Jump Street, and Castles N Coasters. This summer, a new pro-
gram called Xtreme Teen will get the adrenaline pumping with such activities as paint ball, 
sprint car racing, and teen vs. wild. Additionally, the outdoor recreation program has been re-
vamped to include geocaching, expanded youth scuba programs, and canoe rentals. 
 
For youth with disabilities, the adaptive recreation program offers a variety of leisure, sports, 
and social activities. The City of Peoria is a contracted provider for the Arizona Department of 
Economic Security. The city also partners with Special Olympics Arizona to provide meaning-
ful training and competition opportunities for persons with intellectual disabilities. 
 
Both the Peoria Main Library and the Sunrise Mountain Library offer programs for youth, 
mostly for free. Programs include Lego club, tween craft, teen gaming, family and teen movies, 
tween acting workshops, reading programs, volunteer opportunities, and more. The libraries 
offer free Wi-Fi, free public computers, a variety of databases, access to free e-books and music 
downloads, and a new language database. The library system is part of the Valley-wide Culture 
Pass Program. 
 
Recommendations 
1. Expand enrichment offerings during the AM/PM program 
The city understands that for its AM/PM program to be effective in furthering the social, emo-
tional, and intellectual development of youth, participants need to be engaged in a variety of 
activities during program hours. The city is reinstating the instructor program (it was eliminated 
during a previous round of budget reductions), whereby outside “experts” come in to teach pro-
gram participants about different things, such as arts, sewing, karate, etc. Program managers 
should take this a step further and ensure that they are offering a full range of activities and ser-
vices, including but not limited to sports and recreation, arts and culture, nutrition and wellness, 
tutoring/homework assistance, character education, volunteering, etc. 
 
2. Enhance academic enrichment during the AM/PM program 
The AM/PM program hours are a good time for participants to work on homework or receive 
tutoring help. Those participants who wish to work on homework during program hours are en-
couraged to do so and help is provided to the extent possible; however, for lack of anywhere 
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else to go, these students must do so in the same room as everyone else, which can be noisy and 
less than ideal for study and learning. A separate space for this purpose, perhaps the school li-
brary, would go a long way toward enhancing this experience. It is also recommended that tu-
toring be offered as part of AM/PM, either by paying teachers or other qualified tutors or using 
volunteers, or both. Perhaps as part of the volunteer program recommended in the Civic En-
gagement section, high school students could be enlisted to tutor children and younger teens 
during AM/PM. 
 
3. Develop targeted programming for tweens 
Tweens, or those young people in the 6th through the 8th grades, are a particular concern. These 
kids see themselves as too old or too cool for AM/PM, so many stop participating and instead 
go home alone. Unsupervised, they are much more likely to participate in risky behaviors. To 
keep as many of these kids as possible in AM/PM, the city needs to introduce programming op-
tions designed specifically for this age group. One example is afterschool sports for kids who 
do not make school teams but who wish to continue playing sports recreationally. The city 
needs to survey tweens and their parents to identify other types of programming that will be at-
tractive to them. 
 
4. Use a formal assessment tool to evaluate program quality 
Like most providers of afterschool programs, the city regularly conducts parent/client satisfac-
tion surveys of AM/PM. These tend to be positive because parents are happy to have an afford-
able and safe place for their children while they are at work. Nationally, there is a growing trend 
toward the use of more formal assessment tools that incorporate standardized criteria that can 
be used to evaluate program quality and measure the degree to which programs are achieving 
outcomes for youth. Peoria is always looking for ways to improve its programs; as such, the 
city should embrace such tools as a means of taking its programs to the next level.

The assessment began shortly after and includes 

identification of all City department programs, facilities and services for public and private sectors 

locations that provide services for the City of Peoria citizens.   

 

Project Goals 

 Develop a comprehensive inventory of youth service providers and facilities in the City of Peoria.  

 Research various youth master plans throughout the country to devise a practical division of 

program categories.  

 

Youth Program Categories 

In an effort to organize the data collected the inventory was divided into program categories. Categories 
were chosen from research done from the National League of Cities Institute for Youth, Education and 
Families of various Youth Master Plans from Cities around the country.  Based on findings the inventory 
was divided into four categories; Recreation and Entertainment, Education, Family Support, and Health 
and Safety. In addition each, category is broken down into sub-categories. Each section of the inventory 
contains City of Peoria sponsored programs and facilities, public schools and private businesses offering 
youth related programs and services.

SUBJECT: Update on Mixed-Use Redevelopment Project with Peoria Sports Park, LLC and 

P83 Public Improvements 
 
 
Purpose:  
This is a presentation to update the City Council on the status of the mixed-use redevelopment 
project (MURP) with Peoria Sports Park, LLC (previous name Osage West, LLC), as well as the 
planned P83 public improvements in the Entertainment District.  
 
Background/Summary: 
Osage West, LLC produced a plan to redevelop the 17-acre parking lot west of the Peoria Sports 
Complex into an entertainment destination that will offer formal and informal entertainment 
opportunities. The plan is consistent with the place-making concepts developed in the Council 
adopted Sports Complex Area Urban Redesign Plan, including public gathering areas, a hotel, 
niche retail shopping, dining, working and living spaces, in addition to an on-site parking garage. 
 
The City entered into a 12-month Exclusive Negotiating Agreement (ENA) with Osage West, LLC 
on March 29, 2011 following a formal request for proposals (RFP) process. The ENA provided 
Osage West and the City freedom to explore this redevelopment opportunity in depth, and to 
negotiate a public/private partnership for the financing, acquisition, development and 
operation of the project. On February 8, 2012, the City extended the ENA with Osage West, LLC 
for another 12 months. 
 
Osage West and the City’s project development team, consisting of the Economic Development 
Services Department, Planning Department, Engineering, Finance, Community Services, Budget, 
and City Attorney’s Office, have met weekly since March 2011 to solve various development 
issues and concerns related to the project. Significant progress has been made on the project 
since the last City Council Study Session update in August, 2011, including the following: 

• A Market Study has been finalized on the viability of the project, with the results 
favorable for this type of development in the P83 Entertainment District;  
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• Traffic Impact Analysis has been completed to study projected traffic patterns and  
impacts that the proposed project is anticipated to have in the District, and surrounding 
transportation corridors and intersections;  

• A Parking Study has been completed to understand parking impacts associated with the 
project, especially during Spring Training, as well as current parking utilization and 
opportunities for shared parking as we transition into higher density land uses in the 
District.  Also, to study how parking can best be configured on-site and in a multi-story 
garage; 

• Considerable progress has been made in negotiating the deal points of a ground lease 
between the developer and city; 

• A preliminary financing plan has been identified for the city’s development of the on-
site parking garage; 

• On-going revisions to the project site plan to respond to development issues and end 
user preferences; 

• Continued discussions and updates concerning the proposed project with the Seattle 
Mariners and San Diego Padres; 

• Zoning compliance for the project has been completed to link the land use provisions 
from the Sports Complex Area Urban Design Plan to the zoning on the 17 acre project 
site; 

• Discussions on creating wireless technology enhanced elements throughout the District 
to maximize marketing and mobile device utilization as part of promoting the District 
and the businesses contained therein; 

• Developer has finalized his selection of the equity partner that will replace Osage, LLC 
for the development of the project; 

• Developer has engaged Hensel Phelps Construction Company to provide conceptual cost 
models, designs and cost estimates for the on-site parking garage; 

• Developer has engaged a retail broker to attract the tenant mix for the project that is 
needed for the lifestyle/entertainment based theme of the project; and 

• Developer has identified a hotel interest that is looking favorably at the project as a 
major anchor tenant.  The hotel concept includes a roof top bar and lounge, 25,000 
square feet of meeting space, niche architectural design and finishes, as well as 
recreation amenities. 

 
The City and the developer held two public meetings to discuss the project within the context 
of the P83 identity and place-making improvements, and the modification of the sign code to 
allow for electronic digital billboards along the Loop 101. There had been a great deal of 
community support voiced for the project, and the City and Peoria Sports Park, LLC will be 
seeking to finalize a Memorandum of Understanding ( MOU) with the City, for future Council 
consideration, in order to complete various pre-design items that are vital to the success of the 
overall project. 
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On April 24, 2012, the City suspended the ENA with Osage West, LLC for 60 days so that Osage 
West, LLC could resolve its structural partnership issues with one of its shareholders, Osage 
Contracting. On May 2, 2012, the developer legally changed its name to Peoria Sports Park, LLC. 
On June 21, 2012 the City lifted the 60-day suspension and project team meetings resumed on 
July 5, 2012.  
 
In summary, the following items are in process: 

• Negotiating the top ten deal points of the ground lease 
• City has a preliminary financial plan and cost estimates for the development of the on-

site parking garage 
o The city is discussing the issuance of Municipal Development Authority (MDA) 

bonds backed by city excise taxes and debt service paid by the ½ cent sales tax 
fund 

• Traffic Impact Analysis completed and updated in June 2012 
• Parking study completed in May 2012 
• P83 Design Concept Report (DCR) process to transition from conceptual designs to 

engineered designs, alternatives and cost estimates underway 
o Project kick-off meeting was held on July 26, 2012 
o Preliminary cost estimates by November 2012 
o Preferred DCR scheduled for completion January 2013 
o Final DCR scheduled for completion April 2013 

• Site plan last updated August 8, 2012 
• The PAD amendment was published in the Peoria Times with no objections. It is strictly 

an administrative review and does not go to the City Council or Planning Commission. 
This PAD amendment will bring the current zoning for the property in compliance with 
the proposed project. 

 
Previous Actions: 
An ENA between the City and Osage West, LLC was approved by the City Council on March 22, 
2011. The City Council was last updated on the progress of the project at an August 23, 2011 
Study Session.  A request to extend the ENA for another year was approved by the City Council 
on February 8, 2012.  
 
Options:  
 

A. Provide input as to the progress of the proposed project, and whether staff should 
continue working toward a final MOU for future Council consideration. A positive 
response will continue the project progress and negotiations, leading to finalization of a 
MOU, Ground Lease Agreement, and then a Development Agreement with Peoria Sports 
Park, LLC.  The MOU, Ground Lease, and Development Agreement documents will be 
brought back to the City Council for approval at a later date. 
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B. Reject this project or provide new direction. This action will either terminate the 
project, or cause a re-evaluation of project feasibility. 

 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
Provide feedback to staff as to whether to continue with the current path of progress, leading 
to finalization of a MOU with Peoria Sports Park, LLC on the Peoria Eighty Three (P83) Mixed-
Use Redevelopment Project.

SUBJECT: Amendment to Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code to enact a Home 

Detention Alternative Program 

 

Purpose:  

This is a request for the Mayor and City Council to amend Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code 
(1992) to authorize a Home Detention Alternative Program.   
 
Background/Summary: 
 
Arizona State law requires that the governing body of a municipality authorize home detention 
programs.  Home detention is an alternative to traditional jail time where an individual is 
electronically monitored and serves their time pursuant to a restrictive sentencing order at 
home.   
 
Previous Actions: 
 
Consideration of a Home Detention Alternative Program was brought before the Council in 
2010 and in May of 2011 at a study session.  During the last two legislative sessions additional 
guidelines were passed which are included in the proposed ordinance.  The Home Detention 
Alternative Program ordinance was the consensus of the Mayor and Council to proceed in May 
2011.   
 
Options:  
 
A:  That the Mayor and Council adopt the proposed ordinance on the Home Detention 
Alternative Program (as proposed or as maybe amended by the Mayor and Council). 
 
B:  That the Mayor and Council reject the proposed ordinance on the Home Detention 
Alternative Program.  
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Staff’s Recommendation: 
 
That the Mayor and Council adopt the proposed ordinance amending Chapter 13 of the Peoria 
City Code (1992) to enact a Home Detention Alternative Program.  
 
Fiscal Analysis:  
 
Not applicable 
 
Narrative:   
 
Arizona law allows cities to enact a home detention program.  This program only applies to 
adult misdemeanors which are prosecuted by the City Attorney’s Office in the Municipal Court.  
There are existing Home Detention Alternative Programs for felony cases prosecuted by the 
Maricopa County Attorney’s Office in Superior Court that remain unchanged. 
 
There are cities such as the City of Phoenix that have vested broad discretion in the municipal 
court to grant a home detention program.  The proposed ordinance takes a different position 
recognizing the following principles:  1. Home detention is a sentencing and victim rights issue 
and the State through the office of the city attorney need to be an active participant in the 
decision as to whether home detention is appropriate.  2.  Not all misdemeanors are 
appropriate for home detention.  3.  Home detention must be designed to ensure that victims 
and the public are protected. 
 
The proposed ordinance meets all three of these principles.  The state has the right to object to 
home detention and to prohibit its use in a plea agreement.  Second, the state as part of our 
criminal history background of the defendant may object to the use of home detention.  Third, 
as part of any plea agreement, victims will have the right to be notified of and object to the use 
of home detention.   
 
All of these principles were discussed among the City of Peoria’s Presiding Municipal Judge, 
representing the judicial branch of city government, the City of Peoria’s attorney representing 
the State, and the City of Peoria‘s Police Chief.  The police department will enforce the home 
detention laws should that be necessary.   
 
Should the ordinance be adopted, there are a number of companies that will provide electronic 
monitoring such as global positioning systems and radio frequency tracking services. These 
companies have contracts with the City of Goodyear, and Chandler and with the Arizona 
Administrative Office of the Courts.  We will be adopting these contracts and the City of 
Peoria’s Municipal Presiding Judge will implement an administrative order allowing 
commencement of the program.   
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It is anticipated that there may be some fiscal savings due to increasing jail costs from this 
program.  Once the proposed ordinance is adopted and takes effect for one year, we will report 
back to the budget department to review and compare costs.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF PEORIA, ARIZONA AMENDING CHAPTER 13 OF 
THE PEORIA CITY CODE (1992) BY ENACTING SECTION 
13-104 PERTAINING TO THE HOME DETENTION  
ALTERNATIVE PROGRAM AND BY ENACTING SECTION 
13-105 PERTAINING TO THE HOME DETENTION 
ALTERNATIVE PROGRAM; ELIGIBILITY AND BY 
ENACTING SECTION 13-106 PERTAINING TO HOME 
DETENTION ALTERNATIVE PROGRAM; VIOLATIONS OF 
A.R.S. § 28-1381; NOTICE TO THE CITY ATTORNEY AND 
BY ENACTING SECTION 13-107 PERTAINING TO HOME 
DETENTION ALTERTATIVE PROGRAM; POWERS AND 
DUTIES AND BY ENACTING SECTION 13-108 
PERTAINING TO HOME DETENTION ALTERNATIVE 
PROGRAM; FEES; REQUIREMENTS AND BY ENACTING 
SECTION 13-109 PERTAINING TO HOME DETENTION 
ALTERNATIVE PROGRAM; VIOLATIONS AND 
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND PROVIDING FOR 
AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
WHEREFORE, to provide for penalties and punishments consistent with Arizona 

statutes, the due process clause of the U.S. Constitution, and pursuant to the authority 
of a municipality to enact ordinances that provide provisions at least as onerous as 
penalty provisions of state statutes to enforce the law, and 

 
WHEREFORE, there is a need to provide for an alternative means of imposing 

home detention that allows adjudication of cases for exceptional personal, health, and 
medical reasons in lieu of institutionalized incarceration, while still maintaining the 
objectives of isolation and punishment,  

 
THEREFORE, it is ordained by the Mayor and Council of the City of Peoria as 

follows: 
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SECTION 1.  Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code (1992) is amended by enacting 
Section 13-104 pertaining to Home Detention Alternative Program and which shall read 
as follows:  

 
Sec.13-104. Home Detention Alternative Program. 
 

(a) The City establishes a Home Detention Alternative Program (HDAP) in 
Accordance with the provisions of Sections 13-104 through 13-109 of this Code. 
 
 

(b) Upon approval by the Council, the Presiding Judge of the Municipal 
Court 

shall review the program and upon his approval issue an administrative order 
implementing the program.   

 
SECTION 2.  Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code (1992) is amended by enacting 

Section 13-105 pertaining to Home Detention Alternative Program; eligibility and which 
shall read as follows:  
 
Sec. 13-105. Home Detention Alternative Program; eligibility. 
 
The granting of HDAP shall constitute a finding that there is a preponderance of the 
evidence that the person is eligible for participation in the HDAP.  
 
 (a)  A person is not eligible for home detention if the Court finds by a 
preponderance of the evidence any of the following factors: 
 
 (1) The Office of the City Attorney has filed with the Court a Notice of 

Allegation of a past history of violent behavior. 
 
 (2) The person has a past history of violent behavior. 
 
 (3) The Court finds that there is a reasonable possibility that the person 

constitutes a risk to himself or other members of the community. 
 
 (4) “The offense for which the person is charged was initially classified as a 

felony and has been filed as a misdemeanor in the Municipal Court pursuant to 
A.R.S. §13-6049 (B)(2).”  

 
 (5) The plea agreement between the Office of the City Attorney and person 
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provides that the person shall not be eligible for the HDAP, unless there is a 
material change in circumstances and the State does not object to the granting of 
Home Detention. The Court shall provide the State with notice of a request to 
consider Home Detention. 

 
 (6) The sentencing judge at the time of the sentence states that the person is 

not eligible for participation in the HDAP, unless there is a material change in 
circumstances and the State does not object to the granting of Home Detention. 
The Court shall provide the State with notice of a request to consider Home 
Detention.  
 
SECTION 3.  Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code (1992) is amended by enacting 

Section 13-106 pertaining to Home Detention Alternative Program; violations of A.R.S. 
§28-1381; notice to the City Attorney and which shall read as follows:  
 
 
Sec. 13-106.  Home Detention Alternative Program; violations of A.R.S. §28-1381; 
notice to City Attorney. 
 
 (a) If a person is sentenced under A.R.S. §28-1381, subsection I, the person 
must first serve a minimum of  one day in jail before being placed in home detention 
under the HDAP. 
 
 (b) If a person is sentenced under A.R.S.§28-1381, Subsection K or A.R.S. 
§28-1382, subsection D, the person must serve a minimum of fifteen consecutive days 
in jail before being placed in home detention under the HDAP. 
 
 (c) In any case where the Defendant has requested participation in the HDAP 
or the Court on its own motion is considering permitting Defendant to participate in the 
HDAP, prior to issuing an order permitting participation in the HDAP, the Court shall 
notify the City Attorney of the request and permit the City Attorney an opportunity to 
respond to such request on behalf of the state and any victim. 
 
 SECTION 4

 

.  Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code (1992) is amended by enacting 
Section 13-107 pertaining to Home Detention Alternative Program; powers and duties 
and which shall read as follows: 

Sec. 13-107. Home Detention Alternative Program; powers and duties. 
 

(a) The HDAP shall allow the sentencing judge to impose a period of home 
detention that will be at least two times the number of days required by statute for 
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institutionalized incarceration, not including those days which are suspended by the 
Court. 

 
(b) The Court shall order that persons participating in the HDAP be subject to 

all of the following: 
 
(1) Electronic monitoring or any form of geographic monitoring that will advise 

the Court or its designee of the location of the person participating in 
HDAP at all times. 

 
(2) If the person is employed within Maricopa County or the City of Peoria or 

attending a licensed or accredited educational institution in Maricopa 
County and located within 35 miles of the City of Peoria, the Court may 
designate work hours during which electronic or geographic monitoring is 
not required and the person may be outside of their home.   The person 
participating in HDAP must provide written proof of their work and/or 
school hours to the Court of its designee. 

 
(3) Being tested for the use of alcohol or drugs at such frequencies, not less 

than weekly, as determined by the Court, and participation in an alcohol or 
drug treatment program approved by the Court. 

 
(4) Restrictions on association with individuals that the Court has determined 

to be detrimental to the person’s successful completion of the HDAP. 
 

(5) Compliance with all other conditions in the initial release order issued by 
the Court. 

 
(6) Compliance with any other provision that the Court may impose pursuant 

to A.R.S. §9-499.07. 
 
SECTION 5.  Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code (1992) is amended by enacting 

Section 13-108 pertaining to Home Detention Alternative Program; fees; requirements 
and which shall read as follows: 
 
Sec. 13-108. Home Detention Alternative Program   (HDAP); fees; requirements. 
 
  
(a) A person participating in the HDAP shall be required to pay the full cost of 
electronic monitoring, alcohol and drug testing, plus a minimum fee to be established by 
an administrative order of the Municipal Court payable per month regardless of the 
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number of days of participation in the HDAP.  The fee shall be paid on a monthly basis 
in advance of the month of participation.   If the Court finds based on a preponderance 
of the evidence that an individual is unable to pay these fees, the Court may then 
assess a lesser amount based on the person’s ability to pay.  The Court shall evaluate 
such requests using the same standards as to determine indigency for purposes of 
providing counsel to defendants.  In consideration of a request to adjust fees, the Court 
shall not consider the costs to hire defense counsel or any cost arising out of the 
offense that the person has incurred or the payment of any restitution ordered to the 
victim. 
 

(b) The Court shall obtain private provider services for electronic monitoring, 
drug and alcohol testing reporting, and verification of compliance.  The costs of any 
such service provider, together with a ten percent administrative surcharge and the 
costs of any HDAP shall be assessed against the defendant and payment shall be a 
condition of participation in the HDAP.  

 
(c) In the event that a participant in the HDAP fails to pay the required fees 

for participation in the program, their participation in the program shall be immediately 
terminated and the Court shall re-sentence the person in the manner provided by law. 
 

(d) The Court may condition participation in the HDAP upon the participant 
being employed and remaining in employment while participating in the program.  The 
Court shall serve a copy of the order authorizing participation in the program upon the 
participant’s employer who shall notify the Court by the following business day of the 
participant’s termination of employment or failure to come to work.   

 
SECTION 6.  Chapter 13 of the Peoria City Code (1992) is amended by enacting 

Section 13-109 pertaining to Home Detention Alternative Program; violations and which 
shall read as follows: 

 
Sec. 13-109. Home Detention Alternative Program; Violations. 
 
 (a) The Office of the City Attorney or the Court on its own motion may file a 
request to terminate the person’s participation in the HDAP upon reasonable belief that 
the individual has violated the terms and conditions of the HDAP.  The Court need find a 
violation only by a preponderance of the evidence. 
 

(b) In the event that a person is determined to have failed to comply with 
HDAP terms and conditions, the person’s participation in the HDAP shall be summarily 
terminated by Court and the person ordered to comply with any original order of 
institutional incarceration with no credit or offset for any days served in home detention 
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applied against the portion of the sentence that is not suspended or fees paid for same, 
except that if the Court finds that the violation involved leaving the home during hours 
when the person is restricted to their residence, the person’s participation in the HDAP 
shall be terminated and the person ordered to complete the remaining term of jail 
sentence, including that portion of the sentence suspended by jail confinement.  
 

SECTION 7.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this 
Ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the decision of any 
Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining portions of this Ordinance. 
 

SECTION 8.  This Ordinance shall become effective in the manner provided by 
law.

There are several criteria that need to be met as part of the minimum qualifications  for each 
grant.   Overall, nine categories were ranked by a panel of  five  individuals who were asked to 
judge  each  application  on  its  merit.    The  panel  consisted  of  Arts  Commission  members, 
representatives  from  other  organizations  and  Peoria  staff.    Activities  of  the  panel  were 
facilitated by Peoria staff.  The Peoria Arts Commission approved the recommendations at their 
monthly meeting on August 14, 2012.

The Peoria Arts Commission unanimously 
approved the evaluating committee’s recommendations at their August 14, 2012 meeting.

Services and Technology Act (LSTA) Grant administered by the State Library, Archives and Public 
Records  for  noise  reduction  funding  and  one  early  literacy  computer  with  work  station.  
Additionally, this request is to authorize the appropriate budget amendment.   
 
Background/Summary: 
 
LSTA grants are funded by the U.S. Institute of Museums and Library Services and are offered to 
Arizona  libraries annually.   LSTA funds are  intended to assist  libraries develop central roles as 
community builders and are used to promote investments in services to all libraries.  
  
The Sunrise Mountain Library applied for an LSTA grant to develop a noise‐abatement plan for 
the  library.    Staff  receives numerous  complaints due  to  the  sound  levels  from  the  children’s 
area.  The goal of the project is to better our community’s experience of the adult computer lab 
area and the children’s area. 
 
Funds will be used to purchase a sliding glass door between the children’s area and the adult 
lab,  study carrels, headphones, one early  literacy computer with workstation, and a portable 
stage.  Community members will benefit because they will have increased customer satisfaction 
with the reduced noise levels at the library. 
 
A final report on the progress of the project is due from the Library Manager by September 6, 
2013.

Purpose:  
 
This is a request for City Council to authorize the acceptance of funding from the Governor’s 
Office of Highway Safety for three grants to include: Pedestrian, Bicycle and School Zone 
Enforcement and Education ($30,375); DUI Enforcement and Equipment ($44,000); and Speed 
Enforcement ($20,000). 
 
Background/Summary: 
 
The Peoria Police Department desires to accept funding provided by the Governor’s Office of 
Highway Safety in the amount of $94,375.  This funding has been provided for the three grants 
detailed below.  
 
GOHS has provided funding in the amount of $30,375 for Pedestrian, Bicycle and School Zone 
Enforcement and Education.  This funding is designated for personnel services on an overtime 
basis and for the purchase of materials used to enhance Pedestrian and Bicycle Safety 
Education, and School Zone Enforcement throughout Peoria.  This includes partnering with 
GOHS, the Peoria Unified School District, and local merchants to host a Bicycle Safety Rodeo for 
children and their families, conducting enhanced enforcement activities at schools during 
spring break and during the start of the school year, and providing school safety education for 
motorists and children. This is the fourth consecutive year that the Peoria Police Department 
has been awarded funds targeting School Zone Enforcement and Education through this 
competitive process.   
 
GOHS has provided funding in the amount of $44,000 for DUI Enforcement and Equipment.  
This funding is designated for personnel services on an overtime basis to enhance DUI 
Enforcement and Education efforts in the City of Peoria.  This includes participation in multi-
agency DUI Task Force operations, and conducting intensive patrols during events that have 
experienced increased DUI incidents (i.e., Superbowl, Memorial Day Weekend, Fourth of July, 
etc.).  Funds will also be used to purchase portable breath testing equipment.  This is the sixth 
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consecutive year that Peoria Police Department has been awarded DUI Enforcement funds 
through this competitive process.   
 
GOHS has provided funding in the amount of $20,000 for Speed Enforcement.  This funding has 
been provided for deployment of personnel, on an overtime basis, for speed enforcement 
details and to conduct a public education campaign focusing on speed awareness.  The Police 
Department plans to use this funding to focus on accident reduction, speed enforcement and 
driver education.  This is the ninth consecutive year that Peoria Police Department has been 
awarded Speed Enforcement funds through this competitive process.   
 
These grants are reimbursable quarterly with funding through September 2013.  Media releases 
emphasizing the importance of these programs and specifying that funding is provided by the 
Governor’s Office of Highway Safety will be issued. 
 
Previous Actions: 
 
City Council has previously accepted grants from the Governor’s Office of Highway Safety.  This 
will be the ninth consecutive year that the Peoria Police Department has received grant funding 
from the Governor’s Office of Highway Safety. 
 
Options: 
 
A:  Accept three grant awards totaling the amount of $94,375 from the Governor’s Office of 
Highway Safety and approve a budget adjustment in the amount of $94,375 from the Proposed

These  collections    serve  a 
senior population of over 22,000 persons in the city of Peoria.  The grant funds, along with an 
equal number of matching funds will be used to purchase adult fiction and nonfiction books in 
both large print and audio CD formats.

Purpose:   
 
This is a request to accept a donation from Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Arizona, in the amount of 
$15,000, to support the City‐affiliated Fiestas Peoria event, scheduled for September 15th, 2012 
in Oldtown Peoria. 
 
Background/Summary: 
 
On  September  15th of  this  year,  the  Fiestas Peoria Committee,  in  affiliation with  the City of 
Peoria, will be sponsoring the Fiestas Peoria event at Osuna Park in Oldtown Peoria.  The all‐day 
festival will  include various music entertainment, theatrical and dance performances, children 
activities, carnival rides, and other activites.   
 
The  event  will  be  hosted  by  a  series  of  corporate  sponsors  who  serve  the  west  valley 
community.   Among these  is Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Arizona  (BC/BS), which has committed 
$15,000 toward the inaugural Fiestas Peoria event.   
 
As a matter of organizational policy, Blue Cross/Blue Shield  requires  that  such donations are 
provided  to  agencies  or  organizations  with  full  not‐for  profit  status.    This  can  include 
governmental  entities,  or  agencies with  a  IRS  501(c)3  organizational  status.   As  of  date  the 
newly  established  Fiestas  Peoria  Committee  lacks  this  formal  status.   However  the  City  can 
serve  as  a  “pass  through”  for  this  transaction.    In practice,  the City of Peoria would  receive 
BC/BS funds, and in turn disburse them to the Fiestas Peoria Committee.   
 
Previous Actions: 
 
No other action has occurred at this time. 
 
Options: (include as many as reasonable) 
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A:   The City Council can accept  the donation  from Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Arizona  in  the 
amount of $15,000, and in turn serve as a pass‐through to disburse said funds to the Fiestas 
Peoria Committee. 
 
B:  The City Council can not accept a role as a pass‐through agency. 
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
 
Given  its  role  as  an  affiliate  partner  to  this  event,  City  staff  recommends  that  City  Council 
accept the donation  from Blue Cross/Blue Shield of Arizona  in the amount of $15,000, and  in 
turn serve as a pass‐through to disburse funds to the Fiestas Peoria Committee for its event on 
September 15th.

Purpose: 
 
This  is a  request  for City Council  to approve a budget  transfer  to  supplement  the Youth and 
Adult Sports Programs budget and cover payment to Peoria Unified School District (PUSD) for 
utility charges during evening summer youth and adult sports programs at multiple elementary 
and high school locations throughout the City.  
 
Background/Summary: 
 
In 2009, as a cost saving measure,  the Peoria Unified School District converted  to a  four‐day 
work schedule in the summer session to reduce electricity costs.  However, the City’s recreation 
programs  continue  to  use  district  facilities  throughout  the work week.    As  a  result,  district 
personnel began an assessment to the City for utility‐related costs during the summer session.  
In addition, the district has opted to expand the assessment to all time periods where school 
district personnel  are not present.    This  represents utility‐related  assessments on  Fridays  all 
day, and weekday evenings after 7 p.m.  
 
Fortunately, much  of  these  costs  were  accounted  for  in  the  current  budget  for  the  City’s 
Summer Camp, Summer Recreation and the Teen Summer Programs.  However, the Youth and 
Adult  Sports Programs budgets did not have  these usage payments  accounted  for  and were 
unable to absorb these charges  last  fiscal year. This  is again the situation  for FY2013 and the 
current  invoice  for $25,740 reflects  facility use at various school sites by the City’s Youth and 
Adult  Sports  divisions.  It  is  important  to  note  that  participant  fees  were  charged  for  the 
summer sports and will partially offset these utility charges.  
 
These assessments are consistent with the  letter of the current  intergovernmental agreement 
with  the  school district, which notes  that  the City will bear all “hard costs”  related  to use of 
facilities. However, in the past such costs were previously assumed by the school district.   
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Due to the timing of past discussions with key partners at PUSD regarding various options for 
managing these utility charges, the funds for last summer’s usage or this summer’s bill were not 
reflected  in either the FY2012 or FY2013 budget. The Sports Programs are again expecting to 
expend their full allocation this fiscal year as they continue to see growth  in both their youth 
and  adult  sports  programs  –  12%  increase  for  youth  for  FY12  and  6%  for  adult  programs. 
Regardless, during the planning process for the FY2014 budget, the ongoing costs for summer 
utility charges will be addressed.  
 
The City has an excellent working  relationship with  the Peoria Unified School District, and  is 
eager to continue our partnership long into the future.  As key intergovernmental agreements 
sunset  over  the  next  few  years,  City  staff will  reach  out  to  district management  to  explore 
agreements that reflect the current interests of both organizations. 
 
Previous Actions: 
 
Last  fiscal  year,  a  transfer  of  funds  for  $15,660,  and  subsequent  payment  to  Peoria Unified 
School District, was approved by the City Council for FY2012 Summer Sports Youth Programs.  
 
Options:  
 
The following options are possible for the City Council to recommend: 
 
A. Authorize the transfer of funds to the Sports Program budget to pay the invoice from Peoria 

Unified School District for summer youth and adult sports evening usage utility costs. 
B. Direct staff to financially support the invoice without the transfer of funds. 

 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
Staff recommends the City Council approve the budget adjustment and subsequent payment of 
the Peoria Unified School District invoice for Summer Youth  and Adult Sports evening usage of 
Peoria elementary and high schools.   
 
Fiscal Analysis: 
Request the use of General Fund reserves and a budget adjustment  in the amount of $25,740 
from General Fund Contingency account (1000‐0300‐570000), with $20,700 transferred to the 
Youth Sports Program Building and Land Lease Rental account (1000‐1480‐524506) and $5,040 
to the Adult Sports Program Building and Land Lease Rental account (1000‐1481‐524506).

Purpose:  
 
This is a request for City Council to authorize the renewal of an Intergovernmental Agreement 
(IGA) with the United States Department of Justice, Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) in 
order to continue the fight against illegal drugs in Arizona. 
 
 
Background/Summary: 
 
The goal of the DEA Task Force is to disrupt illicit drug traffic in Arizona by immobilizing target 
violators, dismantling organizations involved in the trafficking of narcotics, and conducting 
undercover operations and investigations.  As participants in this partnership, the City of Peoria 
Police Department will assign an officer to the DEA Task Force for a period of not less than two 
years. 
 
The officer assigned to the task force will receive specialized training and equipment to address 
the trafficking of controlled substances. To support the goals of the DEA Task Force, the DEA 
will reimburse overtime expenses in an amount not to exceed $17,202.25 per year for the 
officer assigned to the task force. 
 
The Peoria Police Department is committed to the pursuit and prosecution of offenders 
involved in illicit drug trafficking.  By collaborating with this multi-agency team, our efforts can 
result in the prosecution of offenders in the courts of Arizona and the United States. 
 
 
Previous Actions: 
 
City Council has previously approved the attached agreement.  This will be the ninth year that 
the Peoria Police Department has partnered with the DEA. 
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Options:  
 
A: Approve the renewal of the Intergovernmental Agreement with the DEA, assign an officer 

to the DEA Task Force, and approve a budget amendment in the amount of $17,202.25 
from the Proposed Grants Contingency Account (7990-7990-570000) to the Federal DEA IGA 
Fund Account for overtime (7525-7775-510200).   

 
B: Choose not to participate in this agreement with the DEA. 
 
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
 
Renew the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Peoria Police Department and the Drug 
Enforcement Administration and assign an officer to the DEA Task Force for a period of not less 
than two years, and approve a budget amendment in the amount of $17,202.25 from the 
Proposed Grants Contingency Account (7990-7990-570000) to the Federal DEA IGA Fund 
Account for overtime (7525-7775-510200) to provide expenditure authority.

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PROGRAM-FUNDED STATE AND LOCAL TASK FORCE AGREEMENT 

BETWEEN 

DRUG ENFORCEMENT ADMINISTRATION 

AND 

PEORIA POLICE DEPARTMENT 

 

This agreement is made this 30th day of September, 2012, between the United States Department 
of Justice, Drug Enforcement Administration (hereinafter “DEA”), and Peoria Police Department 
(hereinafter “PPD”).  The DEA is authorized to enter into this cooperative agreement concerning 
the use and abuse of controlled substances under the provisions of 21 U.S.C. § 873. 

WHEREAS there is evidence that trafficking in narcotics and dangerous drugs exists throughout 
Arizona, and that such illegal activity has a substantial and detrimental effect on the health and 
general welfare of the people of the State of Arizona, the parties hereto agree to the following: 
 
1. The DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3 will perform the activities and duties described 
 below: 
 

a. disrupt the illicit drug traffic in the State of Arizona by immobilizing targeted 
violators and trafficking organizations; 

 
b. gather and report intelligence data relating to trafficking in narcotics and dangerous 

drugs; and, 
 
c. conduct undercover operations where appropriate and engage in other traditional 

methods of investigation in order that the Task Force’s activities will result in 
effective prosecution before the courts of the United States and the State of Arizona. 

 
2. To accomplish the objectives of the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3, the PPD agrees to 

detail one (1) experienced Officer to the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3 for a period 
of not less than two years.  During this period of assignment, the PPD Officer will be 
under the direct supervision and control of DEA supervisory personnel assigned to the 
Task Force. 

 
3. The PPD Officer assigned to the Task Force shall adhere to DEA policies and 

procedures.  Failure to adhere to DEA policies and procedures shall be grounds for 
dismissal from the Task Force. 

 
4. The PPD Officer assigned to the Task Force shall be deputized as a Task Force Officer of 

DEA pursuant to 21 U.S.C. §878. 
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5. To accomplish the objectives of the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3, the PPD agrees to 
detail one (1) experienced Officer to the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3.  DEA will 
assign three (3) Special Agents to the Task Force.  DEA will also, subject to the 
availability of annually appropriated funds or any continuing resolution thereof, provide 
necessary funds and equipment to support the activities of the DEA Special Agents and 
PPD Officer assigned to the Task Force.  This support will include:  office space, office 
supplies, travel funds, funds for the purchase of evidence and information, investigative 
equipment, training, and other support items. 

 
6. During the period of assignment to the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3, the PPD 

agrees to detail one (1) experienced Officer to the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3, the 
PPD will remain responsible for establishing the salary and benefits, including overtime, 
of the PPD Officer assigned to the Task Force, and for making all payments due them.  
DEA will, subject to availability of funds, reimburse the PPD for overtime payments 
made by it to the PPD Officer assigned to the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 3, the 
PPD agrees to detail one (1) experienced Officer to the DEA Phoenix Task Force Group 
3, for overtime, up to a sum equivalent to 25 percent of the salary of a GS-12, Step 1, 
(RUS) Federal employee (currently $17,202.25).  Note: Task Force Officer Overtime 
shall not include any costs for benefits, such as retirement, FICA, and other expenses.” 

 
7. In no event will the PPD charge any indirect cost rate to DEA for the administration or 

implementation of this agreement. 
 
8. The PPD shall maintain on a current basis complete and accurate records and accounts of 

all obligations and expenditures of funds under this agreement in accordance with 
generally accepted accounting principles and instructions provided by DEA to facilitate 
on-site inspection and auditing of such records and accounts. 

 
9. The PPD shall permit and have readily available for examination and auditing by DEA, 

the United States Department of Justice, the Comptroller General of the United States, 
and any of their duly authorized agents and representatives, any and all records, 
documents, accounts, invoices, receipts or expenditures relating to this agreement.  The 
PPD shall maintain all such reports and records until all audits and examinations are 
completed and resolved, or for a period of three (3) after termination of this agreement, 
whichever is later. 

 
10. The PPD shall comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Section 504 of the 

Rehabilitation Act of 1973, the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended, and all 
requirements imposed by or pursuant to the regulations of the United States Department 
of Justice implementing those laws, 28 C.F.R. Part 42, Subparts C, F, G, H, and I. 

 
11. The PPD agrees that an authorized Officer or employee will execute and return to DEA 

the attached OJP Form 4061/6, Certification Regarding Lobbying: Debarment, 
Suspension and Other Responsibility Matters; and Drug-Free Workplace Requirements.  
The PPD acknowledges that this agreement will not take effect and no Federal funds will 
be awarded to the PPD by DEA until the completed certification is received. 
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12. When issuing statements, press releases, requests for proposals, bid solicitations, and 
other documents describing projects or programs funded in whole or in part with Federal 
money, the PPD shall clearly state:  (1) the percentage of the total cost of the program or 
project which will be financed with Federal money; and, (2) the dollar amount of Federal 
funds for the project or program. 

 
13. The term of this agreement shall be effective from the date in paragraph number one (1) 

until September 30, 2013.  This agreement may be terminated by either party on thirty 
days’ advance written notice.  Billings for all outstanding obligations must be received by 
DEA within 90 days of the date of termination of this agreement.  DEA will be 
responsible only for obligations incurred by PPD during the term of this agreement.

Purpose:

Improvement District No. 1126, Vistancia F1 Phase 1, located at Calle De Baca and Westland 
Road, as well as authorize the City Clerk to record the Maintenance Improvement District with 
the Maricopa County Recorder’s Office subject to the following stipulations: 
 

1. All civil and landscape/irrigation plans must be approved by the City of Peoria (City) 
prior to recordation of the Maintenance Improvement District; 

 

2. The final plat for the subdivision must be approved by City Council and recorded 
with the Maricopa County Recorder’s Office prior to recordation of the Maintenance 
Improvement District; and 

 
3. The developer must provide a fully executed Petition, Waiver and Consent to 

Formation of a Municipal Improvement District.  
 
Background/Summary: 
 
The purpose of the Maintenance Improvement District is for the operation, maintenance, repair 
and improvements to landscaping adjacent to designated public roadways and parkways within 
the proposed district , as well as drainage and retention within each proposed district.   Until such 
time as the Homeowner’s Association fails, and the Council directs City staff to assume 
maintenance responsibility, the additional charge to the residents will show as $0.00 on their 
property tax bills. 
 
Pursuant to the provision of A.R.S. 48-574, et. seq., the Mayor and Council are empowered to 
adopt a Resolution ordering the formation of a Maintenance Improvement District.  A Petition 
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and Resolution of Intention are attached for formation of City of Peoria Maintenance 
Improvement District No. 1126, Vistancia F1 Phase 1, located at Calle De Baca and Westland 
Road.  In this special situation, in which all of the property owners have presented a petition for 
formation, the ordinary publication and protest period are not required by law, and the Council 
may then adopt a Resolution ordering the improvements when necessary once the Resolution 
of Intention is first adopted. The Resolution Ordering the improvements finalizes the formation 
of the Maintenance Improvement District process. 
 
Under Arizona State law, commencing in October 2013, the residents will receive an additional 
charge on their property tax bill for maintenance of the landscape, irrigation and drainage 
improvements, located adjacent to and within the public rights-of-way and tracts. However, 
until such time as the Homeowner’s Association fails, and the Council directs City staff to 
assume maintenance responsibility, the additional charge to the residents will be $0.00.  In 
accordance with State statute, an assessment diagram and map, listing each parcel of property 
within the district has been prepared. 
 
The book and page number of the plat will be included in the legal description once the plats 
are recorded (currently scheduled for the council meeting on August 21, 2012). Any delays 
could negatively impact a developer’s sale. 
 
Previous Actions: 
 
The final plat for Vistancia F1 Phase 1 was approved by the City on January 3, 2012 and 
recorded with the County. 
  
Options:  
 
A: The Maintenance Improvement District has been approved through the Economic 
Development Services Department.  An option would be to not accept the proposed 
Maintenance Improvement District; although it should be noted that not approving the 
Maintenance Improvement District will prevent any additional charges from being assessed on 
the property tax bills for those properties located within the District, and any and all fees 
incurred by the City of Peoria as a result of assuming the maintenance responsibility would be 
paid using City of Peoria funds. 
 
B:  The other option would be to formally approve the Maintenance Improvement District to 
allow for the taxing district to be recorded and in place in the event the Homeowner’s 
Association fails. 
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
 
Staff recommends the approval and subsequent recordation of the attached Petition for 
Formation, Resolution of Intention to Create, and Resolution Declaring Intention to Order. 
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Fiscal Analysis: 
       
There is no direct budgetary impact to the City to approve the Maintenance Improvement 
District.  However, the City would incur the additional charges associated with the maintenance 
responsibilities should the taxing district not be approved and recorded, and the Homeowner’s 
Association fail.

The acceptance of this Maintenance Improvement District will allow any additional charges 
associated with the maintenance reponsibilities should the Homeowner’s Association fail, to be 
assessed on the property tax bill for the properties located within the District.

Maintenance Improvement District; although it should be noted that not approving the

1. All civil and street light plans must be approved by the City of Peoria (City) prior to 
recordation of the Street Light Improvement District. 

 

2. The final plat for the subdivision must be approved by City Council and recorded 
with the Maricopa County Recorder’s Office prior to recordation of the Street Light 
Improvement District. 

 
3. The developer must provide a fully executed Petition, Waiver and Consent to 

Formation of a Municipal Improvement District.  
 
Background/Summary: 
 
The purpose of the Streetlight Improvement District is for the purchase of electricity for lighting 
the streets and public parks within the proposed district. 
 
Pursuant to the provisions of A.R.S. §48-616, et seq., Mayor and Council are empowered to 
adopt a resolution ordering the formation of a Street Light Improvement District.  A Petition, 
Resolution of Intention and Resolution Ordering the Improvements are attached for formation 
of City of Peoria Street Light Improvement District No. 1065, Vistancia F1 Phase 1, located at 
Calle De Baca and Westland Road.

2. The final plat for the subdivision must be approved by City Council and recorded 
with the Maricopa County Recorder’s Office prior to recordation of the Street Light 
Improvement District. 

 
3. The developer must provide a fully executed Petition, Waiver and Consent to 

Formation of a Municipal Improvement District.  
 
Background/Summary: 
 
The purpose of the Streetlight Improvement District is for the purchase of electricity for lighting 
the streets and public parks within the proposed district. 
 
Pursuant to the provisions of A.R.S. §48-616, et seq., Mayor and Council are empowered to 
adopt a resolution ordering the formation of a Street Light Improvement District.  A Petition, 
Resolution of Intention and Resolution Ordering the Improvements are attached for formation 
of City of Peoria Street Light Improvement District No. 1066, Vistancia F1 Phase 2, located at 
133rd Drive and Westland Road.  In this special situation, in which all of the property owners 
have presented a petition for formation, the ordinary publication and protest period are not 
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required by law, and the Council may then immediately adopt a Resolution Ordering the 
improvements once the Resolution of Intention is first adopted.  The Resolution ordering the 
improvements finalizes the formation of the Street Light Improvement District process.

Purpose: 
 
This  is  a  request  for  City  Council  to  authorize  the  exchange  of  easement  interests with  the 
United  States  of  America  Bureau  of  Reclamation  (BOR),  as  part  of  the  75th  Avenue  and 
Thunderbird Road Intersection Widening Project. 
 
 
Background/Summary: 
 
The City is currently constructing the improvements to widen the 75th Avenue and Thunderbird 
Road intersection.  Expansion of the intersection requires the relocation of any utilities that are 
in  conflict with  the new  improvements.   There  is an existing Salt River Project  irrigation  line 
located under the eastbound travel  lanes of Thunderbird Road west of 75th Avenue.   The BOR 
holds the land rights for the area where the irrigation line is located and is requiring the City to 
relocate the  irrigation  line and the  land rights to outside of the travel  lanes.    In order  for the 
irrigation  line to be relocated the City will grant a new easement to the BOR and the existing 
easement will be abandoned by the BOR. 
 
 
Previous Actions: 
 

• On  August  21st  City  staff  requested  Council  approval  to  abandon  City  interest  in  a 
portion of a public utility easement located on the south side of Thunderbird Road west 
of 75th Avenue.  This abandonment was required as part of the exchange process. 

 
 
Options: 
 
A:  Approve  the  exchange  of  easement  interests with  the  BOR, which will  allow  for  the 

relocation of the irrigation line. 
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B:  Deny  the  exchange  resulting  in  the  City’s  inability  to  complete  construction  of  the 
improvements for the eastbound leg of Thunderbird Road west of 75th Avenue. 

 
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
 
Staff  recommends  the adoption of a Resolution authorizing  the City Manager  to execute any 
documents necessary to exchange easement interests with the BOR as required to relocate the 
irrigation line located on the south side of Thunderbird Road west of 75th Avenue and authorize 
the City Clerk to record the Resolution. 
 
 
Fiscal Analysis: 
 
The City has paid upfront costs totaling $11,500 for the USA relocation process.  It is estimated 
that an additional $1,000 fee may be required to update the environmental assessment report.  
If  needed,  this  additional  cost  will  come  from  the  County  Transportation  Tax  Fund,  Land

This is a request for City Council to approve a Final Plat of Empire at 89th Avenue and Windsor, 
located on 89th Avenue north of Cactus Road, and authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to sign 
and record the Final Plat with the Maricopa County Recorder’s Office subject to the following 
stipulations: 

 

1. All civil and landscape/irrigation plans must be approved by the City of Peoria (City) 
prior to recordation of the Final Plat. 

 

2. An approval of design from the City Engineering Department for the necessary 
improvements in accordance with the City Subdivision Regulations, as determined by 
the City Engineer, must be obtained prior to recording the Final Plat. 

 

3. The developer must provide a financial assurance in the amount agreed upon by the 
City Engineer and an Agreement to Install for construction of the infrastructure 
improvements in accordance with the City Subdivision Regulations, prior to recordation 
of the Final Plat. 

 

4. In the event that the Final Plat is not recorded within 60 days of Council approval, the 
Final Plat will become void.  The developer may request re-approval from the City, with 
the understanding that the City has the option of imposing additional requirements or 
stipulations. 

 
Background/Summary: 
 
The purpose of the Final Plat is to replat a commercial subdivision.  This final plat divides one lot 
from the Empire Business Park Unit I commercial subdivision into two lots.  Empire Business 
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Park Unit I was originally platted with large lots, to allow flexibility as each user comes in and 
develops.  This development is within the City’s water\sewer service area.   
 
Previous Actions: 
 
Empire Business Park Unit I was reviewed by the City and approved by Council in February

Purpose:   
 
This is a request for City Council to hold a Public Hearing to consider a request for a Special Use 
Permit  (SUP) overlay  to permit an  inert  land  reclamation  facility on 127 acres which  is zoned 
Planned Area Development (PAD) and currently being mined for sand and gravel. 
 
Background/Summary: 
 
The subject site  is  located east of the 115th Avenue alignment, south of Olive Avenue, west of 
the Suncliff Subdivision, and north of Northern Avenue. The property consists of approximately 
127 acres, the vast majority of which has been mined to a depth of 30‐40 feet. At the southeast 
corner of the property is Pioneer Materials which sells gravel, stone slabs, and other hardscape 
materials. 
 
Mining has been active on the site since the  late 1970s.   In December 1977, the property was 
annexed  into  the City.  In 1988,  the parcel was  rezoned  to Planned Area Development  (PAD) 
[Ord. 88‐46] to support 455 single‐family residential dwelling units on 91.2 acres, 29.8 acres of 
light  industrial uses, and 13.7 acres of open space.   That development never came to  fruition 
and  the  mining  activity  continued.  In  2007,  the  mining  use  was  classified  as  legal  non‐
conforming [Case NC 07‐01] and the use has remained active to the present. 
 
The  current  request  is  to  obtain  a  SUP  to  allow  inert  fill materials  to  be  deposited  on  the 
property for the next 30 years.  Inert materials are non‐leaching materials and typically include 
asphalt,  concrete,  gravel,  soil,  sand,  and  other,  non‐biodegradable materials  which  can  be 
crushed  and  compacted  to  provide  a  suitable  ground  composition  for  redevelopment. 
Hazardous waste, household waste, glass, metal, construction debris and biodegradable waste 
will not be permitted on the premises. Existing on‐site mining activities will continue during the 
inert filling activities and cease as filling progresses. While no specific date is set for the end of 
mining activities, mining activities will conclude prior to the filling of the final filling phase. 
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The  Special  Use  Permit  (SUP)  allows  for  uses  which  would  otherwise  be  prohibited  in  the 
conventional  zoning  districts.  The  special  uses  usually  do  not  conform  to  traditional  use 
groupings, and because of their unique characteristics, and nature of operation, require specific 
safeguards or design constraints to be in place prior to their development. In addition, a special 
use  shall  be  permitted  only  when  adequate  mitigation  measures  have  been  provided  to 
eliminate  or  reduce  any  potential  negative  impacts  the  use  may  have  on  surrounding 
properties. A SUP  is  intended to provide a zoning overlay on conventional zoning districts  for 
specific uses (Section 14‐41‐1). 
 
Section 14‐41‐2.I of  the  Zoning Ordinance  specifies  the  standards  for  Sand  and Gravel, Rock 
Quarrying, and similar mining operations.  Typically, a closure plan is submitted with the mining 
permit  request.  Because  the  subject  mine  has  been  in  operation  prior  to  closure  plan 
requirements and  is a grandfathered use, no reclamation/closure plan was ever filed with the 
City of Peoria. 
 
Due  to  the proximity of sensitive residential uses, a number of use standards and site design 
characteristics are necessary to maintain and improve compatibility during the filling activity. In 
summary, the standards include the following: 
 

•   The SUP shall expire 30 years from City Council Approval; 

• Hours of operation are limited to 6am to 3pm May through September and 7am to 4pm 
the remainder of the year.  No operation is permitted on Sundays; 

• The grandfathered mining activity will be  subject  to  the  same  standards as  the  filling 
activity; 

• Only  inert materials are permitted as defined  in ARS §49‐701(15)—landscaping waste, 
household waste,  toxic materials and other materials are prohibited.   A materials  log 
must be kept and provided to the City annually for review; 

• Access is limited to Northern Avenue and truck traffic prohibited from 111th Avenue; 

• Fill materials must be  compacted  to  at  least  85% which  supports parks, parking  lots, 
storage,  and other non‐vertical  construction.   Top  fill  layer must be  soil/sand  and be 
able to support natural desert vegetation and drain properly; 

• A landscape buffer is proposed on the east property line to control dust and obscure the 
view of mining activities; 

• Strategically  placed  berms  are  located  to  shield  noise  generating  equipment  and 
vehicles. 

• Filling activities shall not adversely impact existing FEMA designated flood zones.  Filling 
must comply with 1995 FEMA flood zone designations. 

• Dust  suppression  will  be  managed  via  regular  watering,  track‐out  devices  and 
enforcement by Maricopa Air Quality Department. 

 
Upon receipt of the initial Notice of Application, staff received a large volume of telephone calls 
seeking clarification on the application. The vast majority of callers remained concerned but did 
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not  overtly  object  or  support  the  proposal.  Twelve  emails  and  letters  were  received.  Five 
opposed  the  request;  the  remainder  were  inquiries.  The  applicant  held  a  neighborhood 
meeting on December 8, 2011 at Country Meadows School. Twenty‐two people attended the 
meeting. A number of concerns were noted including traffic, safety, noise, hours of operation, 
contamination  of water  supply,  blowing  trash  and  illegal  dumping.  A  second  neighborhood 
meeting was held at Peoria Pines Golf Course located approximately ½ mile east of the subject 
site on June 14, 2012. Fifteen neighbors signed  in at the meeting. The applicant discussed the 
new  restrictions on  traffic, hours of operation,  accepted materials,  screening,  and other use 
limitations. The neighbors appeared cautious with regard to the application and did not seem 
to offer full support or objection to the proposal. 
 
Public  notice was  provided  in  the manner  prescribed  under  Section  14‐39‐6, which  includes 
notification to all property owners within a ¼ mile (1,320 feet) radius of the development and 
all  registered  HOA’s  within  a  1‐mile  radius.    Additionally,  the  site  was  posted  with  a  sign 
meeting the size and content requirements prescribed by the Planning Division.  
 
At the August 2, 2012 Planning and Zoning Commission meeting, there was discussion between 
the  Commission  and  the  applicant  with  regard  to  the  proposed  stipulations,  acceptable 
materials and flood zones.  Approximately 10 citizens attended the hearing; none spoke on the 
proposal. 
 
Previous Actions: 

 
A public hearing was held for this item at the August 2, 2012 Planning and Zoning Commission 
Meeting.    The  Planning  &  Zoning  Commission  unanimously  recommended  approval  of  this 
request with a 7‐0 vote. 
 
Options:  
 
A:   Approve as recommended by Staff and the Planning & Zoning Commission; or 
B:   Approve with modifications; or  
C:   Deny; or 
D:   Continue action to a date certain or indefinitely; or 
E:   Remand to the Planning & Zoning Commission for further consideration.   
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
 
Staff recommends the City Council concur with the Planning & Zoning Commission’s August 2, 
2012 recommendation (7‐0) to approve Case Z11‐0007. 
 
Fiscal Analysis: 
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This request is not expected to have immediate budgetary impacts to the City.

1. The property in question was annexed into the City in December of 1977. In

2. In 2007, the mining use was classified as legal non-conforming and the use has 

remained active to the present. 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
Site and Project Details 

3. The Special Use Permit (SUP) allows for uses which would otherwise be 
prohibited in the conventional zoning districts. The special uses usually do not 
conform to traditional use groupings, and because of their unique characteristics, 
and nature of operation, require specific safeguards or design constraints to be in 
place prior to their development. In addition, a special use shall be permitted only 
when adequate mitigation measures have been provided to eliminate or reduce 
any potential negative impacts the use may have on surrounding properties. A 
SUP is intended to provide a zoning overlay on conventional zoning districts for 
specific uses (Section 14-41-1). 
 

4. The applicant is proposing to obtain a SUP for the 127 acre project site.  The 
SUP will allow for inert fill activities on the property for the next 30 years.  Inert 
materials include asphalt, concrete, gravel, soil, sand, and other non-
biodegradable materials which can be crushed and compacted to provide a 
suitable ground composition for redevelopment.  Hazardous waste, household 
waste, glass, metal, construction debris and biodegradable waste will not be 
permitted on the premises.  Existing on-site mining activities will continue during 
the filling activities and cease as filling progresses. 

 
5. The site has been mined extensively for more than 30 years leaving open pits 

30-feet to 40-feet deep throughout the entire site except for the southeast corner 
which houses a landscaping materials business (Pioneer Materials).  A pipe rail 
fence borders Northern Avenue on the south and an approximately 6-ft chain link 
fence is on the eastern property line adjacent to Suncliff subdivision, which sits at 
a grade 5-feet to 11-feet higher than the subject parcel.  The triangular project 
site has frontage on Butler Drive and Northern Avenue.  Sole access to the site is 
provided via Northern Avenue. 

 
6. No vertical construction is proposed with this request; however the phased filling 

activities will make the property suitable for vertical redevelopment in the future.  
Redevelopment of the property is not part of the Special Use request. 
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DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 
Conformance with the General Plan 
7. The underlying land use designation for the property is Medium Density 

Residential (5-8 du/ac, target 6 du/ac) which denotes areas suitable for 
residential development.  Uniquely, Special Uses can be permitted in any land 
use designation.  While special uses enjoy flexibility with respect to the General 
Plan, they are highly regulated uses which can include significant operational 
limitations, comprehensive development standards and permit time limits. 

 
8. The site is zoned PAD (Z88-51) which allows for 29.8-acres of light industrial in 

the southwest corner of the site and single-family residential throughout the 
remainder of the site with a minimum lot size of 5,000 square feet and density of 
4.8 du/ac.  These standards are very similar to the adjacent Suncliff Subdivision.  
Upon completion of filling activities, the site is expected to be suitable for 
development pursuant to the PAD (Exhibit G). 

 
Land Use Compatibility 
9. All special uses have the potential to negatively impact adjacent land uses and 

an inert landfill is no exception.  To properly mitigate these impacts, uses such as 
inert landfills are subject to a number of performance and operational standards. 
 

Proposed Improvements 
10. The site will be modestly improved to accommodate the proposed use.  A 10’x30’ 

modular office building will be located on the southern portion of the site.  Two 
access points--one entry, one exit—will be located on Northern Avenue.  A 
crusher will be located on the westernmost portion of the property behind a 25-
foot tall berm.  Various earth-moving equipment will be stored and operated 
within the pits.  Minimal dark-sky compliant security lighting will be installed 
around the office building. 
 

Operations Plan and Mitigation Measures 
11. Section 14-41-2.I of the Zoning Ordinance specifies the standards for Sand and 

Gravel, Rock Quarrying, and similar mining operations.  Typically, a closure plan 
is submitted with the mining permit request.  Because the subject mine has been 
in operation prior to closure plan requirements and is a grandfathered use, no 
reclamation/closure plan is on file with the City of Peoria.  To accommodate the 
requested inert fill, the standards of this Section are applied to the request.  
Concurrent with this review, a companion closure plan is in review with the state 
mining inspector. That plan will be provided to the City upon its approval. The 
state mining inspector’s review is not expected to be completed for six to nine 
months following the review of this request. 
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12. Phasing:  The site will be filled in 10-20 acre phases starting on the south portion 
of the site and working north.  The last phase to be filled is a western portion of 
the site which houses the crusher.  The intent is to keep the noise generating 
equipment as far from the residential properties as possible for the duration of 
the use. It is expected that entire project will be complete within 30 years; each 
phase taking 5 years to fill and properly grade.  If there is an increase in market 
demand, the project could be completed in an accelerated time frame. 
 

13. Materials:  The proposed fill will be composed of solely inert materials.  Inert 
Materials are defined by ARS §49-701(15) as materials that are not flammable, 
will not decompose, and will not leach substances that exceed aquifer water 
quality standards.  Typically, this includes concrete, asphaltic pavement, brick, 
rock, gravel, sand soil, and metal within concrete (i.e. rebar).  Glass, metal, 
sanitary waste, chemicals, landscaping materials, bio-waste and other materials 
are not allowed to be used as fill.   
 
To ensure only inert materials are on site, access will be restricted to a single 
entry point on Northern Avenue and an initial inspection will take place upon 
entry.  A delivery log will be kept to record the material provider, source of 
material, quantity of material, and notation of any inappropriate material being 
found after the material was dumped.  If inappropriate material is found, it will be 
separated from the compliant materials, placed in a dumpster and transported to 
the Glendale Landfill or other appropriate facilities. The log will be available for 
inspection by the City and other regulatory authorities and a log will be provided 
to the City annually for review and inclusion in the case file. 
 
Should there be reasonable suspicion of aquifer contamination originating from 
this site, the site may be required to construct monitoring wells and conduct 
quarterly water sampling.   
 

14. Traffic: All access to the site will be restricted to Northern Avenue.  The entry will 
be just west of Pioneer Materials and the Exit will be on the 115th Avenue 
alignment.  Both access points are over 1,000 feet away from the nearest 
residential property.  Access will be gated to prevent unauthorized after-hours 
dumping.  Truck traffic will be restricted to Northern Avenue and designated truck 
routes.  The operator will inform customers of appropriate truck routing and the 
prohibition of truck traffic from nearby 111th Avenue. 
 

15. Dust:  Maricopa County Air Quality Department regulates fugitive dust and will 
conduct regular inspections.  The site will be regularly watered to reduce dust 
and the site access will have truck track-out control devices and be treated with 
milled asphalt to promote a dustless surface. 
 

16. Noise and Hours of Operation:  Noise will be mitigated by earthen berms at 
strategic locations; one just east of the crusher (25-feet in height) and one just 
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east of the entry access point west of Pioneer Materials (4-feet in height).  Noise 
sources are generally located over 1,000 feet from the nearest residential 
properties. The equipment will be required to comply with City noise regulations 
which limit loudness as measured 50-feet from the property line where the noise 
is generated to 65 dbA during the daytime and 55 dbA at night.   
 
The inert landfill will operate Monday through Saturday and will be closed on 
Sundays.  The hours of operation will be restricted to 6AM to 3PM during May 
through September and 7AM to 4PM the remainder of the year to prevent 
nighttime disturbances. 

  
Landscaping:  Mining and inert fill uses are not subject to standard landscape 
requirements. Rather, specific landscaping standards can be developed to 
address the peculiarities of the context and scope of the use. The landscaping 
should provide a visual “break” or buffer between the landfill operation and the 
residential properties. It should also provide visual transition at the street edge of 
the property.   
 
The applicant proposes 156 trees along the eastern property line—essentially 
one tree every 30-feet. As shown on Exhibit E, 56 15-gallon trees are proposed 
to be installed from Butler Drive south to Pioneer Materials along the eastern 
property line.  North of Butler, the remaining 100 trees will be installed.  These 
trees will be 5-gallon trees.  The smaller size are economical and will give the 
trees time to properly establish and mature.  As filling activities move northward, 
the trees will have grown significantly and provide sufficient transition between 
the residential uses and the subject site.  Some neighbors expressed concern 
that additional trees will impede their view of the White Tank Mountains. As 
shown on Exhibit F, the homes in the Suncliff development are elevated above 
the subject site.  The trees along the buffer will be at a lower grade to minimize 
visual disturbance of the White Tanks while maximizing the screening of the 
landfill. In addition, the applicant will be consulting with affected homeowners to 
cluster and arrange the trees to preserve the view for those who desire it and 
enhance screening for the other homeowners. 
 
Additional trees, shrubs, and groundcover are proposed along the Northern 
Avenue frontage (Exhibit D). This will bring the site into better alignment with the 
intent of the landscaping code, control dust and visually improve the frontage. 
 
All landscaping will be properly irrigated, staked, and maintained to ensure 
vigorous and healthy growth. 
 

17. Grading/Compaction:  Fill materials will be crushed and compacted to a 
compaction level of 85%.  This compaction level is suitable for parks, outdoor 
storage, parking surfaces and other non vertical construction.  Through natural 
compression, it is expected that the compaction level will become high enough to 
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support vertical construction and full redevelopment.  If in the event bore tests 
show that insufficient compaction has occurred, removal and replacement of fill 
will be required prior to vertical construction. Through review, staff and the 
applicant agree that this compaction level is sufficient and will not adversely 
affect filling operations and will not result in unstable or unsuitable soil conditions. 

 
The final grade of the project site will be consistent with the pre-mining grade of 
the property.  Suncliff subdivision will remain 5-feet to 11-feet higher than the 
subject property.  This will preserve the view of the White Tank Mountains.   
 
When a phase is nearing completion, the top 2-feet of each phase will be 
“capped” with a soil and sand mixture that is visually and compositionally similar 
to the pre-mined condition.  This will enable native and low-water vegetation to 
easily establish and provide natural erosion and dust control. 
 

18. Water/Utilities:  Because there will be no permanent structures on site, no sewer 
or water connections are proposed.  A portable toilet will be allowed in lieu of a 
sewer connection. The applicant proposes to obtain dust-suppression water from 
an exempt on-site well.  An exempt well produces less than 35 gallons of water 
per minute.  City staff is opposed to the exempt well and suggests that nearby 
fire hydrants and reclaimed water sources are viable water solutions for the 
property. A  condition is included which asserts the objection to the exempt well. 
 

19. Existing Mining Operation: The current grandfathered mining operation is not 
subject to any noise or hours of operation standards.  With this permit, the 
existing mining operation will be subject to the same operational standards as the 
filling activity. 

 
Citizen Participation Plan - Neighborhood Meeting 
20. Section 14-39-8.E of the Peoria Zoning Ordinance requires the applicant of a 

rezoning request to hold at least one neighborhood meeting.  Accordingly, the 
applicant notified property owners within one quarter mile (805 notification letters 
mailed) of the subject site and HOAs within 1 mile of the site of their intent to hold 
such a meeting.  On December 8, 2011, the applicant held a neighborhood 
meeting at Country Meadows School, which is located just east from the property 
under consideration.  Twenty-two neighboring property owners attended. A 
number of concerns were noted including traffic, safety, noise, hours of 
operation, contamination of water supply, blowing trash and illegal dumping.  
 
Through staff review and consideration of the neighbor’s comments, the 
applicant made changes to the application and refined the request.  A second 
neighborhood meeting was held at Peoria Pines Golf Course located 
approximately ½ mile east of the subject site on June 14, 2012. Fifteen neighbors 
signed in at the meeting.  The applicant discussed the new restrictions on traffic, 
hours of operation, accepted materials, screening, and other use limitations.  The 
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neighbors appeared cautious with regard to the application and did not seem to 
offer full support or objection to the proposal. 
 
Additionally, the applicant canvassed the neighborhood to introduce the project 
to property owners who happened to be home.  A variety of comments were 
recorded including support for and concern/opposition of the project. 

 
Public Comment 
21. As of the date of printing, approximately 50 phone calls have been received 

regarding the proposal. The vast majority of callers requested additional 
information about the project, but did not object or support it.  Twelve emails and 
letters were received.  Of those, five were against and one was for the request.  
The remainder were inquiries of the project. 
 

Engineering Requirements 
22. The Engineering Department had had a number of concerns regarding drainage, 

grading, and utility connections.  Those items have been discussed in the above 
analysis.  Coupled with proposed conditions of approval, Engineering has no 
concerns of the project. 
 

Fire Requirements 
23. The Fire Department had no specific conditions of approval relative to this 

special use request.   
 

Public Notice 
24. Public notice was provided in the manner prescribed under Section 14-39-6.  

Additionally, the site was posted at least 15 days prior to the Public Hearing with 
a sign meeting the content and size requirements prescribed by the Planning 
Division. The applicant has provided a photo exhibit and signed affidavit attesting 
to the posting. 

 
Peoria Unified School District 
25. Peoria Unified School district issued concerns regarding traffic routing, Northern 

Parkway, and compaction rate (Exhibit I).  As discussed in above, Traffic will be 
managed via customer education and reinforcement of existing truck routes.  
Northern Parkway is not at final design.  The school districts concerns will be 
considered as part of that design process and present and future land use will 
influence the routing of Butler Drive and the intersection of 115th Avenue and 
Northern Avenue.  Lastly, staff believes that the 85% compaction rate is an 
acceptable rate of compaction that will, through hydrological and natural 
compaction, bring the site to a developable threshold prior to the completion of 
the filling activities. 
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Proposition 207 
26. The applicant has furnished a signed and notarized Proposition 207 Waiver for 

recordation pending the outcome of the City Council action. 
 
Summary 
27. Staff finds that the above land use standards are sufficient to maintain and 

improve compatibility between industrial and residential land uses.  The annual 
reporting provides a mechanism for the City, other agencies and the public to 
verify proper filling activities and uncontaminated aquifers.  The permit expiration 
date promotes diligent progress and an eventual transition of the site to 
employment uses and proximate, quality housing. Importantly, approval of the 
request brings a non-conforming use into closer compliance with the Zoning 
Ordinances and facilitates a gradual elimination of the mining and filling uses. 

FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATION 
28. Based on the following findings: 

 The proposed special use will have sufficient performance and operational 
standards to prevent adverse impacts to adjacent residential properties; and 

 The grandfathered mining use will be brought up into current standards via 
the closure plan and landscape buffering which will promote compatibility 
between adjacent land uses; and 

 The proposed special use will facilitate the reuse of the subject property in 
accordance with the General Plan and adopted PAD for the subject site; and  

 The proposal will advance the City’s goals and objectives by facilitating the 
eventual development of employment uses that would increase the jobs-to-
housing ratio and expand the City’s industrial base; 

 The proposal will advance the City’s goals and objectives by facilitating the 
eventual infill development of an underutilized site. 
 

It is recommended that the Planning and Zoning Commission take the following action: 
 
Recommend approval to the City Council of Case Z 11-0007, subject to the 
following conditions: 
1. The development shall substantially conform to the approved Project Narrative 

dated 07/05/2012.  
 
2. SUP shall expire 30 years from the date of City Council approval.  If an extension 

is necessary, a modification to the conditions of approval may be pursued prior to 
the expiration of the SUP.

3. Operations/Activity on the subject site shall be limited to 6am to 3pm May through 
September and 7am to 4pm the remainder of the year.  Operations/Activity on the 
subject site is prohibited on Sundays. 

 
4. Property owner to voluntarily restrict ongoing pre-existing legal non-conforming 

aggregate mining activity to the hours of operation and noise, light, dust and traffic 
operational standards of the inert fill activity as specified in the narrative.  This 
condition recognizes the ongoing grandfathered use and provides compatibility 
standards as the use moves towards resolution.  This does not grant specific City 
approval of the mining use nor classifies it as a legal conforming use. 
 

5. Only inert materials as defined in ARS §49-701(15) are permitted. Construction 
debris, landscaping waste, sanitary materials and all other materials are prohibited.  
Out-of-state materials, contaminated materials and materials which have undefined 
sources shall not be permitted. 
 

6. An incoming materials log shall be maintained by the operator on premises 
identifying the materials provider, source of the materials, and quantity of materials 
as well as notation of any inappropriate fill materials that made it onto the property 
and were disposed of accordingly.  Materials log shall be provided annually no 
later than January 31 to the Planning Division for review. 

 
7. Truck traffic shall be restricted to Northern Avenue and designated truck routes.  

Every reasonable effort shall be made to inform prospective customers of the 
appropriate truck routing.  Truck traffic is expressly prohibited along 111th Avenue. 

 
8. Throughout the duration of the project access shall be maintained and solely 

provided from Northern Avenue.   
 
9. All onsite and building mounted lighting shall be dark sky compliant, down-facing, 

full cut-off and flat-lensed.  
 
10. A Final Drainage Report must be submitted with the improvement plans.   

 Note that the City of Peoria has adopted the Maricopa County Uniform 
Drainage Design Standards, Policies and Procedures and Drainage 
Design Manual for Maricopa County for drainage criteria.  Retention must 
be provided for the 100-year, 2-hour storm. 

 Provide a drainage report addressing onsite & offsite flows. The drainage 
report shall take into effect the adjacent drainage ways. 

 If utilized, all Drywells must be registered with the Arizona Department of 
Environmental Quality and drilling logs shall be provided to the City.  The 
percolation rate shall be tested and the results provided to the City before 
the drywell is accepted. 

 On-site basins shall be provided to retain/detain 100% of the 100-year, 2-
hour storm event for the sub-basin it serves. The volume shall be 
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calculated based on the gross square footage of the site (including half-
street areas). A drainage easement shall be recorded over each 
retention/detention area within the project for both “public” and “private” 
basins. 

 
11. A CLOMR shall not be required, provided the fill operations only bring up the 

elevations to that consistent with the conditions of the property that were 
represented to establish the floodplain as depicted on the 1995 FIRM Panel 
#04013C1620F.   
 

12. Add the Limit of FEMA AE elevation per 1995-FEMA Flood Study to the profile of 
sheet 7 of 7 and label accordingly. 
 

13. Fill shall be at least 85% compacted at installation. Compaction report shall be 
provided to the planning division for the review by the city engineer on an annual 
basis no later than January 31, and at the completion of each phase indicating 
compliance with this requirement.  It will be the responsibility of the owner and their 
engineer to demonstrate minimum compaction requirements above 85% for the 
type of redevelopment that may be proposed to be built on the site from a 
geotechnical perspective. 

 
14. At the completion of each phase, a finishing layer 2 feet of soil and sand materials 

(not to exceed pre-mining elevation) which is visually and compositionally similar to 
a pre-mined condition and supports vigorous growth of desert vegetation and low-
water use plants shall be provided. 

 
15. The City will not issue a waiver for an exempt well.  The use of an exempt well, 

whether metered or not, is not in the best interest of the City.  The City has a 
robust water distribution system based on renewable water supplies and cannot 
encourage groundwater mining that would occur with an exempt well. 
 

16. At such time down-gradient groundwater analyses conducted by the City or others 
in an AZ State certified lab demonstrates potential contamination proven to have 
originated from the subject property, the applicant may be required to design and 
construct a City-approved monitoring well and commence quarterly sampling and 
reporting to Public Works / Utilities Department; reduced monitoring of constituents 
and/or frequency may be requested and granted once 4 consecutive sampling 
events have been conducted and results submitted to the City. 
 

17. 65-feet of ROW on Northern Ave must be dedicated prior to beginning of landfill 
operations.  At this time, the ultimate ROW for the Northern Parkway is 180’ from 
the section line.  The design and operation of the site must account for this. 

 
18. A Phase 1 Environmental Clearance will be required for all right-of-way to be 

dedicated to the City. 
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19. A detailed Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) for the site is required prior to any 

redevelopment. Contact Traffic Engineering for additional information, (623) 773-
7652. 

 
20. The developer will be required to construct half street improvements on Northern 

Avenue with the first phase of redevelopment. Half-street requirements are 
triggered when the property is subdivided or buildings over 2,000 sq. ft. are built.  
Improvements to Northern Avenue can be waived, as determined by the Peoria 
City Engineer, if the mobilization or construction of the Northern Parkway 
improvements are underway or imminent. 

 
21. The developer will be required to provide a final plat for the entire site with the first 

phase of redevelopment. 
 
22. The applicant will be permitted to use a portable toilet during the initial landfill 

portion of this process.  As soon as the first phase of redevelopment occurs, the 
site will be required to connect to the City sewer system. 

  
23. Approved Final Grading and Drainage plans will be required prior to the issuance 

of a permit to commence filling operations.   
 
24. An easement shall be required prior to locating landscaping within the City owned 

tract. 
 
25. A copy of the reclamation plan from the State Mining Inspector shall be provided to 

the City upon its approval.

I. PROJECT OVERVIEW 
 

On behalf of Agua Fria Lowlands LLC (Property Owner), Dirt 101 Investors LLC, and Beus 

Gilbert PLLC (the Applicants) are proposing a Special Use Permit encompassing approximately 127 

acres located at the northeast corner of the 115th Avenue alignment and Northern Avenue (the 

“Property”) to allow for an land reclamation facility/inert landfill in order to reclaim the mining pits.  

See Exhibit “A” – Vicinity Map 

 

II. CITIZEN PARTICIPATION ORDINANCE 

 

Article 14-39-6(E) of the City of Peoria Zoning Ordinance and Articles 05-25 and 07-22 of the 

City of Peoria City Code require all rezoning requests to be accompanied by a Citizen Participation 

Plan.  A Special Use Permit is analogous to a rezoning; therefore, a Citizen Participation Plan is required 

with our Special Use Permit  The purpose the Citizen Participation Plan is to provide a forum for public 

involvement and resolution of concerns prior to the formal public hearing process.   

 

1. The applicant shall hold at least one neighborhood meeting with persons who may be affected or 

have interest in the application, said parties shall be notified according to the requirements of Section 

14-39-6, “Notices”.  The neighborhood meeting shall be held in a neutral location within the general 

area of the request.

Response:  The Applicant held a Neighborhood Meeting on December 8, 2011 after inviting the 

affected parties identified within 1320-feet of the Property.  A mailing list of all adjacent property 

owners was obtained through the Maricopa County Assessor’s web site.  The Applicant sent a 

total of 805 Neighborhood Notification Letters, along with a Property Location Map, through the 

mail on November 23, 2011.  This notification letter described the proposed land use and Special 

Use Permit request as well as invited residents to the aforementioned neighborhood meeting.

A second Neighborhood Meeting was held on June 14, 2012 after inviting the affected parties 

within 1320 feet of the property.  Due to a reduction in the size of the requested Special Use 

Permit, the total number of notice letters for the second meeting were 746, combined with an 

additional 15 emailed directly to those who provided their email addresses at the first 

neighborhood meeting or following individual contact.

2. The applicant shall prepare and submit a report to the Department that describes the meetings, 

numbers in attendance, any comments received at the meeting or any other form of communication 

received regarding the application, how these comments will be evaluated, and any mitigation issues 

identified as a result of the comments and concerns received.

3. Timing of Citizen Participation Meetings and Communications (Ord. No. 05-25 & 07-22) 

The required neighborhood meeting shall be conducted within forty-five (45) calendar days of 

submittal of the application.  No hearing date shall be scheduled until the meeting report is submitted 

and validated by the Community Development Department. 

 

Response:  The Applicant complied with the above requirement.  The Special Use Permit 

Application was submitted to the City of Peoria on October 31, 2011.  The 1st Neighborhood 

Meeting was held on December 8, 2011; 38 days following the submittal. 

 

 Residents and property owners were supplied with information that will enable them to contact 

the Applicant.  Residents were encouraged to contact our office with any questions or concerns and at 

the request of any interested citizen, and at the request of any interested citizen, the Applicant will meet 

with on a one-by-one basis.  Neighbors will be kept informed of any changes or amendments to the 



proposed Special Use Permit request after initial contact through additional mailing and/or 

neighborhood meetings if necessary.

Question. Do they operate the inert landfill on Glendale Avenue? 
 
 A. Yes, similar concept but characteristics will be quite different as that was 
  the County and this is Peoria. 
 
Question. Wasn’t this property zoned PAD for light industrial and residential for long 

term viability? 
 
 A. Yes, existing zoning is PAD; that is not changing. 
 
Question. Won’t this eliminate any possible housing? 
 

A. Actually, the mining essentially eliminated the possibility of housing.  Even 
once filled, compaction levels for houses will be near impossible.  

 
Question. Couldn’t it just stay dirt and not add any garbage? 
 

A. Not garbage but construction and demolition debris.  Very different.  We are 
asking for both, but it is up to City Council. 

 
Question. So there won’t be any building until it is all filled in? 
 

A. We would like to possibly redevelop in phases, but it depends on the market. 
 
Question. Once you start to fill in, how long will it take? 
 
 A. We think about five acres a year, so 10 to 15 years or maybe longer. 
 
Question. Will this help or hurt my property value? 



 

 

 
A. We feel that the mine pits devalue your properties, so filling them in for 

redevelopment will help.  
 
Comment. This same owner is a slum lord and not a good neighbor; I invite everyone to 

look at his other project on Glendale Avenue. 
 
Comment. Plastic and some of the other materials will leech, those materials should be 

recycled. 
 
Question. How will we be notified what materials are proposed? 
 

A. We are telling you today what we have requested.  If you attend the hearings, 
you will be able to speak and see what approvals we are granted.  

 
Question. Isn’t this a County decision? 
 
 A. No, City of Peoria 
 
Comment. Some of these people have lived here a long time; when we bought we were 

told the mining was supposed to stop after eight years. 
 
Question. My house is two stories and no trees are shown behind me; now you want me 

to see trucks dumping until it is level; how is that supposed to help me? 
 

A. We can work to add trees and hope you feel that the long-term benefits of the 
filling operation outweigh the continued operations.  

 
Question. There is a dedicated street north of Butler, you can’t put trees there? 
 

A. City representative confirmed it was City-owned land and not a dedicated 
street.  

 
Question. Why would you want to fill it in; why would you do anything that is not 

viable? 
 

A. We feel filling in the pits makes the property viable.  It will not attract any 
developers in this current condition.  

 
Comment. My two options are a giant hole in our backyard or this. 
 
Question. Why not fill it with clean dirt and build houses on it? 
 

A. Inert material is “clean dirt”, but even with that compaction may not be 
enough for houses. 

 



 

 

Question. Who owns the property? 
 
 A. Don’t know the entity name as our clients are potential purchasers.  
 
Question. If everyone gets on board and you then want to add items, what is the process? 
 

A. Modifying any approval necessitates a formal amendment.  This means we 
start the process over with more notices, meetings and hearings. 

 
Comment. If you add trees, you will block our views of the mountains.  
 

A. (We could not put trees if you wish, but we think the trees will not be so tall as 
to block the White Tanks.) 

 
Question. Who and when decides the fate on this; will the meetings be at city hall? 
 

A. City Council decides and the meetings will be at City Hall.  All of you will 
receive notice. 

 
Question. You said it would be filled in to the previous grade; is that street level or 

higher? 
 
 A. Essentially, street level, give or take a few feet. 
 
Question. How much profit are they expecting to make; don’t they have a business plan? 
 

A. We are here to only discuss the Special Use Permit for the landfill.  Could set 
up a meeting with our clients if you wish. 

 
Question. Is the city receiving any tipping fees? 
 
 A. No tipping fees. 
 
Comment. We’d like Peoria to receive some money from this. 
 
Question. This is a long term liability; why won’t you guys fill it in and develop it now? 
 

A. We are requesting to fill it in, that is the purpose for the request.  There just 
isn’t a developer in place as the ground is not ready. 

 
Comment. You can move faster than 30 years. 
 
Comment. You need a redevelopment plan.  Now you want to fill it in and then have a 

plan  later. I want steps one and two addresses and not just step one to 
consider. 

 



 

 

Question. How long did it take to fill in and build Tempe Marketplace; didn’t the 
developers backfill and then develop it? 

 
 A. Not sure, but that site developed over time as well. 
 
Comment. I’m willing to wait for better and not say yes to this. 
 
Buffer: 
 
Question. Did you say there will be a 100’ wall? 
 

A. No, a minimum 100’ buffer with trees.  We are not proposing a wall as the 
trees will do far more. 

 
Question. So there won’t be another wall, but trees? 
 
 A. Yes. 
 
Question. How are you going to maintain the trees and will you replace any that die? 
 

A. Yes, all trees will be irrigated and will be required to be replaced, just like 
any other development. 

 
Comment. A five gallon tree won’t buffer north of Butler.   
 

A. (True, but that tree will have years to grow before filling operations reach 
that area.) 

 
Comment. We need more mature trees. 
 
Traffic: 
 
Question. How many cars and trucks will be added to the traffic? 
 
 A. Our engineers estimate only a small increase in truck traffic. 
 
Question. Can you stipulate no truck access to our neighborhood? 
 

A. Our access is only from Northern.  So there should be no trucks in your 
neighborhoods. 

 
Question. At the access point, will there be a deceleration lane? 
 
 A. This will be determined by our traffic study and the City traffic engineer. 
 
Question. What about parking on Northern? 



 

 

 
 A. No parking on Northern is allowed now or with our proposal. 
 
Comment. Directed to City Staff: Northern should have turn pockets for east and west 

traffic; this is appropriate and should be part of the standard. 
 
Question. Will there be any off-site improvements on Northern? 
 
 A. It will be determined by our traffic study and the City traffic engineer. 
 
Question. How far into the property will be the inspections; we don’t want traffic 

stopped on Northern? 
 

A. We agree.  The inspection point is about 200’ off the roadway.  If this is not 
enough, we will create more space for trucks, but our estimate traffic counts 
are low. 

 
Comment. You don’t know when the trucks will arrive, so there could be back-ups on 

Northern. 
 
Comment. Directed to City Staff: There have been five or six major accidents with two 

fatalities and no improvements to Northern and no start and end date yet; I 
represent the HOA and I speak for everyone that we oppose this. 

 
Question. Don’t know if you know this, but there is supposed to be an off ramp to Butler 

as part of the Northern Parkway, so how can you control access to the 
property? 

 
A. There are two options for the Parkway.  We understand the off ramp 

connection to Butler is a second option and likely not to be constructed due to 
costs.  If this ramp goes through our property, we will work to modify plans at 
that time. 

 
Question. How can you guarantee access to your property, if Northern Parkway is 

controlled access? 
 

A. Right-in right-out will still be provided; otherwise, an interchange would be 
installed at 115th Avenue.  

 
Comment. I know there are political reasons for calling it a parkway and not a freeway.

Attendance: 15 neighbors signed in, however we believe attendance was closer to 20. 
City Attendance: Councilman Leone and two planning staff (Chris Jacques and Ed Boik) 
 
 
General: 
 
Question. (From Councilman Leone) Would it be possible to only work 6 days a week 

with all activity ceasing on Sundays. 
 

A. We can definitely discuss it with the client and their operators.  
 

Question. Is the plant and equipment in the pit now part of the reclamation.  
 
 A. No, that equipment and operations are a part of the aggregate mining. 
 
Question. With the mining and filling going on simultaneously what are the hours of 

operations. Will they be 24 hours.  
 
 A. We have already committed to the reclamation filling be limited to 

6am to 3pm in the summer and 7am to 4pm the remainder of the year.  We 
haven’t discussed limiting the mining hours, but will do so with the client and 
their operators. 

 
Question. So if you are filling and mining at the same time won’t the mining occur 

indefinitely.  
 

A. No, the two operations are separate.  Once an area is filled, it cannot 
be mined.  Once the site is filled, all the mining has to stop.  

  
Question. How many trucks will be entering the site? 
 

A. Based on our estimates we have calculated an average of 150 trucks 
during an eight hour period.  This will not be an increase over what could be 
there by right with a full aggregate mining operation.  

 
Question. Will trucks idle while waiting to be inspected? 
 

A. Yes, it is likely they will not shut their engines down while being 
weighed and inspected before entering the pits.  Trucks generally arrive 
randomly throughout the day therefore we do not expect there to be a regular 



 

 

occurrence of trucks stacked up in line waiting to enter the pit. If it becomes 
an issue, we can deal with it. 

 
Question. What about the noise from the rock crusher? 
 

A. The crusher is located as far away from homes as possible; no less 
than 1000’ from homes.  It is also proposed to be located behind a 25’ tall 
earthen berm to limit sound and we intend to comply with the City of Peoria 
standard of not having any noise exceed 65dBA when measured at any point 
50 feet from adjacent residential.  

 
Question. You stated that hours of operation will be limited to certain hours, but does 

that also limit the hours of truck traffic? 
 
 A. Yes, the hours of operations are for the entire operation.  Gates for the 

reclamation operation will closed and locked during non-business hours.  
 
Question. Can I get a copy of the traffic report? 
 

A. Yes, please contact my staff and we will provide a copy of what was 
submitted to City and any additional information we can.  

 
Question. What is the status of the IGA for Northern Parkway and won’t that effect your 

access? 
 

A. Yes, access could be modified due to the Parkway but it would still be 
from Northern and would not be through the residential community.  
(Councilman Leone and Chris Jacques gave a summary of the Northern 
Parkway IGA.)  

 
Question. Why crush the material if you are just burying it? 
 
 A. In order to compact the fill, we will need to crush some of the larger 

pieces or concrete, rock, or other inert fill that is brought in. 
 
Question. Will the top few feet be good soil? 
 

A. Yes, the top will be better material in support of the reclamation and 
re-use of the property. 

 
Question. Won’t the pavement smell? 
 

A. While fresh asphalt does have a smell to it, it is our understanding that 
old material will not produce any significant odor..  

 



 

 

Question. What guarantees do we have that the accepted material is clean vs. dirty?  
Material could be from a superfund site that is classified as clean but really 
isn’t.  Will there be chemical testing, a log of where material is coming from, 
and a prohibition of out of state material? 

 
A. I would think that any material from a superfund site would not be 
classified as inert and would be hazardous waste and therefore not allowed on 
the property.  We don’t expect to do chemical testing, but we can include a 
provision within the delivery logs for where the material is coming from.  Due 
to the cost of transport there would be no out-of-state material coming into 
this site.  Most material will be from the west valley.  

 
 
Question. What limitations will there be on truck traffic?  Country Meadows Elementary 

School is located at 111th Avenue and Butler Drive. 
 

A. There should be no trucks on that roadway but we can work with the 
City to place restrictions and educate our drivers. (Chris Jacques indicated 
that there may already be restrictions with the roadway being a residential 
collector, but he and the City will explore further.) 

 
Question. Pioneer Materials is on the corner.  Will they remain? 
 

 A. Yes they will remain for at least the immediate future.  
 
Comment. Exhaust from trucks and machinery is a concern. 
 
Question. How will the filling affect the floodplain? 
 

A. Right now the majority of the pit is outside of the floodplain, but as a 
part of the filling process we are working with the City and the County Flood 
Control.  Following the filling, before any redevelopment occurs we will be 
required to work with FEMA and modify the floodplain maps to bring them 
current.. 

 
Question. What keeps you from future revisions and asking for different fill material? 
 
 A. Nothing would prohibit my client or a subsequent landowner from 

applying to Peoria to change the conditions of the approval, but they would 
have to go through this whole process again. 

 
Question. Within the landscape buffer, how many trees will be planted per lot? 
 

A. Trees are planned 30’ on center, meaning about 2 per lot unless that 
adjacent property owner does not want the trees.

ORDINANCE NO 2012-19  
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PEORIA, MARICOPA 
COUNTY, ARIZONA ESTABLISHING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT 
OVERLAY (SUP) OVER THE PLANNED AREA DEVELOPMENT 
(PAD) ZONING FOR THE PROPERTY KNOWN AS 115TH AND 
NORTHERN FOR AN INERT LAND RECLAMATION FACILITY; 
AMENDING THE ZONING MAP AND PROVIDING FOR AN 
EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 
WHEREAS, the City of Peoria Planning and Zoning Commission held a 

public hearing on September 4, 2012 in zoning case Z 11-0007 in the manner 
prescribed by law for the purpose of considering the placement of a Special Use Permit 
Overlay (SUP) over the Planned Area Development (PAD) zoning district for the 
property known as 115th and Northern as provided in Article 14-41 of Chapter 14 of the 
Peoria City Code (1977 edition); 
 

WHEREAS, due and proper notice of such Public Hearing was given in 
the time, form, substance and manner provided by law including publication of such 
notice in the Peoria Times Newspaper on July 13, 2012; and 
 

WHEREAS, the City of Peoria Planning and Zoning Commission has 
recommended to the Mayor and the Council of the City of Peoria, Arizona, the Special 
Use Permit Overlay for property as aforesaid and the Mayor and the Council of the City 
of Peoria, Arizona desires to accept such recommendation and rezone the property as 
described below as aforesaid. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the 
City of Peoria, Arizona that: 
 

SECTION 1.  A parcel of land in Peoria, Maricopa County, Arizona, which 
is more accurately described in Exhibits A and B to this Ordinance, is hereby 
conditionally rezoned from Planned Area Development zoning district to the Planned 
Area Development zoning district with a Special Use Permit Overlay (SUP) for the 
purpose of a inert land reclamation facility. 

 
SECTION 2.  The amendment to the zoning herein provided be 

conditioned and subject to the following stipulations: 
 
1. The development shall substantially conform to the approved Project Narrative 

dated 07/05/2012.  
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2. SUP shall expire 30 years from the date of City Council approval.  If an extension 

is necessary, a modification to the conditions of approval may be pursued prior to 
the expiration of the SUP.  

 
3. Operations/Activity on the subject site shall be limited to 6am to 3pm May 

through September and 7am to 4pm the remainder of the year.  
Operations/Activity on the subject site is prohibited on Sundays. 

 
4. Property owner to voluntarily restrict ongoing pre-existing legal non-conforming 

aggregate mining activity to the hours of operation and noise, light, dust and 
traffic operational standards of the inert fill activity as specified in the narrative.  
This condition recognizes the ongoing grandfathered use and provides 
compatibility standards as the use moves towards resolution.  This does not 
grant specific City approval of the mining use nor classifies it as a legal 
conforming use. 

 
5. Only inert materials as defined in ARS §49-701(15) are permitted. Construction 

debris, landscaping waste, sanitary materials and all other materials are 
prohibited.  Out-of-state materials, contaminated materials and materials which 
have undefined sources shall not be permitted. 

 
6. An incoming materials log shall be maintained by the operator on premises 

identifying the materials provider, source of the materials, and quantity of 
materials as well as notation of any inappropriate fill materials that made it onto 
the property and were disposed of accordingly.  Materials log shall be provided 
annually no later than January 31 to the Planning Division for review. 

 
7. Truck traffic shall be restricted to Northern Avenue and designated truck routes.  

Every reasonable effort shall be made to inform prospective customers of the 
appropriate truck routing.  Truck traffic is expressly prohibited along 111th 
Avenue. 

 
8. Throughout the duration of the project access shall be maintained and solely 

provided from Northern Avenue.   
 
9. All onsite and building mounted lighting shall be dark sky compliant, down-facing, 

full cut-off and flat-lensed.  
 
10. A Final Drainage Report must be submitted with the improvement plans. 

• Note that the City of Peoria has adopted the Maricopa County Uniform 
Drainage Design Standards, Policies and Procedures and Drainage 
Design Manual for Maricopa County for drainage criteria.  Retention must 
be provided for the 100-year, 2-hour storm. 

• Provide a drainage report addressing onsite & offsite flows. The drainage 
report shall take into effect the adjacent drainage ways. 
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• If utilized, all Drywells must be registered with the Arizona Department of 
Environmental Quality and drilling logs shall be provided to the City.  The 
percolation rate shall be tested and the results provided to the City before 
the drywell is accepted. 

• On-site basins shall be provided to retain/detain 100% of the 100-year, 2-
hour storm event for the sub-basin it serves. The volume shall be 
calculated based on the gross square footage of the site (including half-
street areas). A drainage easement shall be recorded over each 
retention/detention area within the project for both “public” and “private” 
basins. 

 
11. A CLOMR shall not be required, provided the fill operations only bring up the 

elevations to that consistent with the conditions of the property that were 
represented to establish the floodplain as depicted on the 1995 FIRM Panel 
#04013C1620F.   

 
12. Add the Limit of FEMA AE elevation per 1995-FEMA Flood Study to the profile of 

sheet 7 of 7 and label accordingly. 
 
13. Fill shall be at least 85% compacted at installation. Compaction report shall be 

provided to the planning division for the review by the city engineer on an annual 
basis no later than January 31, and at the completion of each phase indicating 
compliance with this requirement.  It will be the responsibility of the owner and 
their engineer to demonstrate minimum compaction requirements above 85% for 
the type of redevelopment that may be proposed to be built on the site from a 
geotechnical perspective. 

 
14. At the completion of each phase, a finishing layer 2 feet of soil and sand 

materials (not to exceed pre-mining elevation) which is visually and 
compositionally similar to a pre-mined condition and supports vigorous growth of 
desert vegetation and low-water use plants shall be provided. 

 
15. The City will not issue a waiver for an exempt well.  The use of an exempt well, 

whether metered or not, is not in the best interest of the City.  The City has a 
robust water distribution system based on renewable water supplies and cannot 
encourage groundwater mining that would occur with an exempt well. 

 
16. At such time down-gradient groundwater analyses conducted by the City or 

others in an AZ State certified lab demonstrates potential contamination proven 
to have originated from the subject property, the applicant may be required to 
design and construct a City-approved monitoring well and commence quarterly 
sampling and reporting to Public Works / Utilities Department; reduced 
monitoring of constituents and/or frequency may be requested and granted once 
4 consecutive sampling events have been conducted and results submitted to 
the City. 
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17. 65-feet of ROW on Northern Ave must be dedicated prior to beginning of landfill 
operations.  At this time, the ultimate ROW for the Northern Parkway is 180’ from 
the section line.  The design and operation of the site must account for this. 

 
18. A Phase 1 Environmental Clearance will be required for all right-of-way to be 

dedicated to the City. 
 
19. A detailed Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) for the site is required prior to any 

redevelopment. Contact Traffic Engineering for additional information, (623) 773-
7652. 

 
20. The developer will be required to construct half street improvements on Northern 

Avenue with the first phase of redevelopment. Half-street requirements are 
triggered when the property is subdivided or buildings over 2,000 sq. ft. are built.  
Improvements to Northern Avenue can be waived, as determined by the Peoria 
City Engineer, if the mobilization or construction of the Northern Parkway 
improvements are underway or imminent. 

 
21. The developer will be required to provide a final plat for the entire site with the 

first phase of redevelopment. 
 
22. The applicant will be permitted to use a portable toilet during the initial landfill 

portion of this process.  As soon as the first phase of redevelopment occurs, the 
site will be required to connect to the City sewer system. 

  
23. Approved Final Grading and Drainage plans will be required prior to the issuance 

of a permit to commence filling operations.   
 
24. An easement shall be required prior to locating landscaping within the City 

owned tract. 
 
25. A copy of the reclamation plan from the State Mining Inspector shall be provided 

to the City upon its approval. 
 

SECTION 3.  Amendment of Zoning Map.  The City of Peoria zoning map 
is herewith amended to reflect the change in districts referred to in Section 1 above and 
as defined by the Legal Description as represented in Exhibit A and the corresponding 
parcel map as shown as Exhibit B. 

 
SECTION 4: Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective at the 

time and in the manner prescribed by law.

SUBJECT: Building and Development Activity Projections  
 
 
Purpose:  
1. Authorize a request for proposals (RFP) process and appropriation of one-time general fund 

reserves for consulting services to provide building plan review and inspection services on 
an as-needed basis for the Economic Development Services Department.  Upon conclusion 
of the RFP process, a consulting contract award with final funding amounts will be brought 
back to the City Council for consideration. 
 

2. Authorize and appropriate the use of one-time general fund reserves not to exceed 
$141,000 to provide Contract Planner services to the Planning and Community 
Development Department for a term of eighteen (18) months. 

 
Background/Summary: 
Over the last several months, the greater Phoenix region has experienced a new strength in the 
real estate market.  Higher absorption rates in the housing and commercial markets suggest a 
more stable outlook to these sectors.  This is further bolstered by recent upticks in residential 
and commercial construction.  Regional economic analysts are suggesting that the new home 
market will continue to grow over the next few years.  The same is true for commercial activity, 
where vacancy rates in the retail and office markets are continuing to decline.  
 
Locally, the Peoria market has experienced this upsurge in activity.  Over the last six months, 
single family residential permits have jumped appreciably.  Single family residential permit 
activity has seen a 58% increase over the last six months, as compared to the previous six 
months. Moreover commercial construction is exceeding expectations, with almost 700,000 
square feet of new development expected in the next several months, compared to the 80,000 
square feet of commercial development projected in the fall of 2012. 
 
Recently, City staff has reached out to the development community to gauge trends for the 
Peoria area.  Based on industry feedback during stakeholder meetings conducted on August 15 
and 21, 2012, City staff is projecting that heightened development activity will continue well

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into the foreseeable future.  With reduced staff levels in the Building Division of the Economic 
Development Services Department (EDS), resulting from several years of budget reductions, 
and increased activity in residential and commercial development, work volume is beginning to 
exceed workload capacity.  
 
Based on these market conditions, the Building Development division is experiencing some 
stress in meeting its service level targets.  Key employees supporting plan review, permitting 
and inspection services are all experiencing a high volume of workload, and concerns persist 
about the impact on turnaround times.  For the building community, such delays can result in 
key subcontractor and material scheduling delays. 
 
Economic Development Services is recommending the use of General Fund Reserves as one-
time funding to obtain a building safety consultant, following a request for proposal (RFP) 
process, to provide building plan review and inspection services on an as-needed basis for the 
Economic Development Services Department. One-time funding in the approximate amount of 
$117,800 ($45,000 for a Plans Examiner and $72,800 for a Building Inspector) has been 
identified for a six month period (January 2013-June 2013) to assist staff with excess capacity. 
The actual amount of the consultant contract will be known following completion of the RFP 
process. 
 
Likewise, the Planning and Community Development Department has experienced significant 
service challenges.  As the front-end of the development process, the department experienced 
a 36% increase in FY12 development cases over the prior year.  Most notably, the department 
has experienced significant increases in entitlement cases (General Plan Amendments, Rezones) 
and residential subdivisions. The recent increase includes large, complex and time-intensive 
PCD/Development Agreement amendments such as Saddleback Heights and Lake Pleasant 
Heights.  
 
The department is also responsible for annexations, historic preservation and strategic planning 
– which includes functions advancing the Council goal of ‘total planning’ such as open space, 
transportation and utilities oversight. Given the current staffing position, the surge in 
development activity has created challenges in aligning workflow and workload capacity. 
 
Planning is recommending the use of one-time general fund reserves not to exceed $141,000 to 
provide Contract Planner services for a term of eighteen (18) months. The amount covers a 
benefitted Planner position at the midpoint of the range for the term. This position will manage 
and assist in the completion of the Loop 303 Land Use Study/Plan and Old Town Zoning Overlay 
(both identified in FY13 budget), and provide additional capacity for strategic annexations and 
development review. The eighteen (18) month period provides the time to meet project needs 
and relieve immediate challenges. 
 
Previous Actions: 
Stakeholder meetings were held on August 15 and August 21, 2012 to discuss these items: 
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• Levels of customer service and expectations from the development community 
• City of Peoria service approach should development activity continue 
• Permit fees – policy, implementation, and impact on service delivery 

 
This subject was also presented as part of the City Manager’s Report on August 21, 2012. 
 
Options Analyzed: 
 
Economic Development Services 

A. Add FTE positions for building plan review and inspections to be funded by the general 
fund and cost of service fee increase; or 

B. Add contract employee positions for building and plan review funded by the general 
fund and cost of services fee increase; or 

C. Hire a consulting firm to provided needed services; or 
D. Take no additional staffing action resulting in reduction in service levels to customers. 

 
Planning & Community Development 

A. Authorize and appropriate the use of one-time general fund reserves not to exceed 
$141,000 to provide Contract Planner services to the Planning and Community 
Development Department for a term of eighteen (18) months; or 

B. Pursue a budget amendment to transfer one-time funding of approximately $141,000 
from Other Professional Services to Salaries and Wages to fund a Contract Planner 
position for the Planning & Community Development Department for a term of eighteen 
months; or 

C. Take no additional staffing action resulting in reduction in service levels to customers. 
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
 

1. Authorize an RFP process and appropriate one-time funding for a six month period 
(January 2013-June 2013) for a building safety consultant to provide building plan 
review and inspection services on an as-needed basis for the Economic Development 
Services Department. One-time funding from the use of general fund reserves has been 
identified in the approximate amount of $117,800 ($45,000 for a Plans Examiner and 
$72,800 for a Building Inspector). The actual amount of the consultant contract will be 
known following completion of the RFP process. 
 

2. Authorize and appropriate the use of one-time general fund reserves not to exceed 
$141,000 to provide Contract Planner services to the Planning and Community 
Development Department for a term of eighteen (18) months.

SUBJECT: Contract Award for the Building Re-Use Implementation Strategy  
 
 
Purpose:  
This is a request for the City Council to authorize the City Manager to enter into a professional 
services contract (P12-0082) with First Strategic for a not to exceed amount of $320,000 to 
prepare a Building Re-Use Implementation Strategy (Strategy). These services will assess 
strategies, approaches, and targeted end-users for the re-purposing of idled, vacant, and/or 
under-utilized large format buildings in the city. Additionally, the City Council is requested to 
authorize, but not fund at this time, an as-needed award to ESI Corporation to provide on-call 
services in the future. 
 
Background/Summary: 
The City of Peoria solicited proposals from qualified teams to perform the following tasks: 

• Determine the economic viability and market evaluation of demographic, site location, 
and market acceptance demand drivers to attract targeted industries, as identified in 
the City’s Economic Development Implementation Strategy (EDIS), to the city of Peoria; 

• Complete a detailed assessment of existing targeted vacant or under-utilized buildings 
in the city, including how they can be converted into turn-key facilities appropriate for 
use by targeted industries, or alternative end users;  

• Provide a list of prospective targeted end users appropriate for the re-purposing of 
existing buildings; and 

• Research and assist in securing public and/or private financial assistance to renovate 
targeted buildings to be compliant with city codes end user needs. 

 
The ultimate goal of the Strategy is to enable the attraction of such targeted end users by 
matching them to the city’s existing space that is currently vacant or under-utilized. 
 
In June 2012, the Economic Development Services Department (EDS), working closely with 
Materials Management, conducted a procurement process resulting in receipt of four 
proposals. A panel that included EDS, the City Manager’s Office, and Planning Department staff 
reviewed the proposals, conducted interviews, and determined that First Strategic was the 
most qualified proposer.  ESI Corporation, one of the original four submittals, was determined

to be a qualified proposer as well for any future professional services work that may be needed 
as part of the Strategy or other economic development pursuits related to the work plan set 
forth in the EDIS.  The professional services contract with First Strategic is attached in Exhibit 1. 
 
Previous Actions: 
First Strategic presented the idea of matching bio-manufacturing opportunities (tied to the 
bioscience targeted industry contained within the EDIS) with existing vacant buildings at a City 
Council Study Session on March 20, 2012. 
 
Options: 
A: Authorize the City Manager to execute the proposed contract with First Strategic. This means 
the city will have a consultant team that can initiate the Building Re-Use Implementation 
Strategy scope of work as contained in the attached contract.  Additionally, authorize an award 
to ESI Corporation (contract is attached in Exhibit 2), with no funding appropriation at this time, 
to provide future as-needed professional services to further EDIS initiatives. Both contracts 
provide on call, as needed services, with initial one year terms and 4-one year extensions. 
 
B: Reject the First Strategic contract and ESI Corporation award. This means we will not 
implement the Building Re-Use Strategy. 
 
Staff’s Recommendation: 
Authorize City Manager to enter into a professional services contract with First Strategic for the 
completion of the Building Re-Use Implementation Strategy.  Staff recommends that the City 
Council approve a budget transfer in the amount of $320,000 from the Economic Development 
Opportunity Fund project (4550-4550-540500-ED00007) to a new project called Building Re-Use 
Implementation Strategy (4550-4550-540500-ED00011). 
 
Additionally, authorize an award to ESI Corporation for as-needed professional services 
associated with other EDIS initiatives; no funding is sought at this time for the ESI Corporation 
award.  
 
Fiscal Analysis: 
Funding for this contract is available in the FY 2013 Capital Improvement Program in the 
Economic Development Opportunity Fund project. If the professional services contract and the 
associated budget transfer are approved, payments to First Strategic will be made from the 
Building Re-Use Implementation Strategy project, County Transportation Tax Fund, Building and 
Improvements Account 4550-4550-540500-ED00011.

In April of 2011 the Police Department implemented a Community Oriented Policing Initiative in 
order to become more effective in identifying and addressing crime and to promote proactive 
and positive partnerships within the Community. 
 
Three core goals were developed: 

• Reduce crime and the fear of crime 
• To partner with the community to identify and solve problems 
• To operate the Department with maximum efficiency 

 
The Department also implemented a three “P” concept: 

1. PREVENTION. Actively seeks to identify strategies to prevent crime, traffic, and quality 
of life problems within each patrol district. Examples include activity that significantly 
exceeds the shift and/or district average in the areas of traffic stops, suspicious person’s 
stops, business checks and arrests. 

1. PARTNERSHIPS. Displays resourcefulness in impacting problems related to crime, traffic, 
and quality of life. Examples include partnering to develop external resources both 
within and outside law enforcement, innovative community-based solutions to 
problems, and recognizing community stakeholders as part of the solution. 

2. PERFORMANCE. Effectively monitors and reduces crime, traffic, and quality of life issues 
within each district. Examples include preparing for the workday by reviewing incoming 
communications, Crime Mapping, crime bulletins, and intelligence data. This 
performance also includes activity that significantly exceeds the shift and/or district 
average in the areas of traffic stops, suspicious person’s stops, business checks and 
arrests. 

 
The last update was given to City Council at the November 1, 2011 meeting.  The Peoria Police 
Department will give a Community Oriented Policing recap for the last year to discuss crime 
prevention efforts and community partnerships.

Summary: 
 
At the April 17, 2012 Council meeting, staff presented several alternatives related to potential 
adjustment of the Peoria Dial‐A‐Ride rates. At that meeting, Council directed staff to  initiate a 
public  information  process  to  receive  input  from  citizens  and  develop  final  rate 
recommendations for adoption.  
 
Since that time, Staff has been engaged in coordination with RPTA/Valley Metro Staff to 
conduct the necessary analysis and public input related to potential Dial‐A‐Ride rate 
adjustment. We have held up any public input on this matter until fall 2012 to ensure that all 
residents of Peoria have an opportunity for input.  
 
The City of Peoria provides Dial‐A‐Ride services including Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) 
service in full compliance with Federal Transportation Administration (FTA) requirements.  The 
FTA requires Dial‐a‐Ride services to be provided within three quarters of a mile on either side of 
a bus route and match the hours of operation of that bus route.   
 
The  City  of  Peoria  currently  provides  enhanced  services  which  exceed  the  minimum  FTA 
standards  by  offering Monday  through  Friday  Dial‐A‐Ride  services  throughout  the  City.    In 
addition, the City offers “Dial‐A‐Ride Plus” services to Peoria residents Monday through Friday.   
Dial‐A‐Ride Plus provides  for trips to  local medical centers,  including Thunderbird, Arrowhead 
and Boswell hospitals which are located outside the City boundaries.   
 
Notices for public input and meetings will be sent out in September with Public Meetings to be 
held in October and November.  Staff will gather the information and work with RPTA/Valley 
Metro staff.  Staff will present the information at a City Council study session in early 2013.   
Any proposed changes in rates would go into effect July 1, 2013. 
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Currently RPTA/Valley Metro is conducting a VI Analysis (which is required federally to ensure 
that we not having an undue impact on specific class of riders).
