Lake Pleasant Parkway/Loop 303 Well Site 

 
While Peoria primarily uses surface water for its water supply, 

groundwater wells are very important to maintain adequate water 
resources for the City and its residents.  As a result, the City is continually 
seeking new well locations to ensure a redundant and reliable water 
system.  The City’s Capital Improvement Program includes a project 
(UT00117, Wells – New Construction) that addresses this need. 

 In early 2012, after an extensive internal study to identify 
possible new locations for productive groundwater wells, staff focused on 
the area surrounding Lake Pleasant Parkway and the Loop 303.  This 
location, located on the northwest corner of the intersection, appears to 
be an ideal location for a productive potable water supply well.

 The property is owned by the Arizona State Land Department 
(ASLD) and an agreement was recently reached to allow access to the site 
for exploratory testing that will confirm the availability of water and its 
water quality.  Upon completion of this testing, and assuming positive 
results, staff will begin finalizing a land purchase from ASLD for the site 
and begin work on designing, drilling, and constructing the well.  Current 
projections anticipate the active well to be added to our system in 2015.
