A Special Meeting and Study Session of the City Council of the City of Peoria,
Arizona was convened at 8401 West Monroe Street in open and public session at 5:00
p.m.

CONSENT - New Business:

1C Authorization to Hold an Executive Session

Motion was made by Councilmember Evans, seconded by Vice Mayor Aames to
authorize the holding of an Executive Session for the purpose of:

a) Discussion with the City’s attorneys in order to consider the City’s position and
instruct its attorneys regarding past-due water bills incurred by the Desert Harbor,
et al. (Pursuant to A.R.S. 8§ 38-431.03.A.3);
and

b) Discussion with Legal Counsel for legal advice pertaining to the Quintero Golf
and Country Club. (Pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-431.03.A.3)

STUDY SESSION AGENDA

Subjects for Discussion Only:

1. Pharmacy Dispensing Regulations

Ed Bakke, Property Crimes Sergeant, provided background regarding the prescription
drug abuse epidemic, which includes prescription drug sales, fraud and forgery in
Peoria.

Steve Kemp, City Attorney, outlined suggested regulation to address the prescription
fraud and forgery issue.

Mr. Kemp discussed the recommended ordinance, which includes tenant improvements
and building permits, closed circuit video recording and index fingerprinting
requirements.

Discussion ensued regarding partnering with other communities to improve the issue
surrounding prescription drug fraud and forgery, as well as the privacy of individuals
obtaining prescription drugs and the ability for family members to pick up prescription
drugs for other family members.

Sgt. Bakke explained the use of the fingerprints, which would only be used in instances
of proven forgery.

Sgt. Bakke reported that the suggested Ordinance is a proactive community policing
plan designed to have as little impact on pharmacies as possible.

Discussion ensued regarding mail order prescriptions and the costs related to the video
cameras that would be required by pharmacies.

Sgt. Bakke informed that the proposed regulations are designed to reduce investigative

costs, deter misuse of prescriptions, reduce costs and provide a proactive approach to
addressing criminal activity.

2. Medical Marijuana

Steve Kemp, City Attorney, provided an overview of the recently passed state legislation
regarding medical marijuana.

Mr. Kemp discussed the number of dispensaries, medical marijuana cardholders,
personally growing marijuana and the zoning authority preserved for cities and counties.
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Discussion ensued regarding:

How other states' legislation is related to medical marijuana;

The consuming of medical marijuana in public places;

Driving under the influence of medical marijuana;

The effects of second-hand smoke; and

Locations for dispensaries and the distance required between a dispensary and a
residential area.

Mr. Kemp stated that 15 other states have passed laws related to medical marijuana.

Mr. Kemp outlined concerns regarding dispensaries, which include parking, security,
compatibility with adjacent businesses and ensuring the business operates like a retail
commercial business.

Glen Van Nimwegen, Planning and Community Development Director, outlined
proposed regulation for dispensaries which would include appropriate zoning,
separation between cultivation facilities and dispensaries and operational aspects, such
as security management plans.

Chris Jacques, Planning Manager, outlined proposed regulation related to cultivation
facilities. Mr. Jacques stated a conditional use permit will be required and cultivation
facilities cannot dispense the drug. Further, cultivation facilities must grow in an
enclosed, secured building.

Being no further business to come before the Council, the meeting was duly adjourned
at 6:00 p.m.
