SUBJECT:   Intergovernmental Agreement with the Maricopa County 

Department of Transportation for the repair of the Peoria Avenue 
Bridge over New River (Budget No. EN00243)  

 
RECOMMENDATION:   
 

Discussion and possible action to adopt the Resolution approving the Intergovernmental 
Agreement with the Maricopa County Department of Transportation for the repair of the 
Peoria Avenue Bridge over New River (Structure Number 9427). 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

In 2005, the city was planning the extension of the New River Trail between Olive 
Avenue and Grand Avenue including a signalized pedestrian crosswalk at Peoria 
Avenue. Peoria Avenue between 95th Avenue and 99th Avenue was within county 
jurisdiction and the county would not allow the signalized pedestrian crosswalk. Without 
the crosswalk, pedestrians would have been required to cross Peoria at 95th Avenue or 
99th Avenue. The city decided to annex this section of Peoria Avenue to allow the 
installation of the signalized pedestrian crosswalk.  
 
Prior to the annexation, city staff notified the county of a settlement at the ends of the 
Peoria Avenue bridge. Rather than wait to annex this section of Peoria Avenue until the 
county was able to repair the bridge, the city proceeded with the annexation and the 
Maricopa County Department of Transportation (MCDOT) agreed to coordinate and 
cost share with the city to repair the bridge at a later date. 
  
In November 2009, the City of Peoria and MCDOT entered into an Intergovernmental 
Agreement (IGA).  Under the terms of the IGA, MCDOT would take the lead in 
preparing a complete evaluation of the bridge, recommend repairs, and develop a 
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scope of work for the repairs.  The terms also recommended the City of Peoria and 
MCDOT enter into a second IGA for the associated construction work and construction 
management.  
 
The 2009 Bridge Inspection Report indicates that the bridge has failed bearing pads at 
the abutments.   The deck has dropped approximately .5” to .75” below the abutment 
side of the deck joint at both ends.  The bridge is still considered to be structurally 
sound and will continue to support traffic.  However, the report recommended that the 
bridge be repaired as soon as possible. 
 
The estimated cost of the bridge repair is $205,000.  The estimate is based on the 
report prepared by MCDOT under the November 2009 IGA.  The repairs anticipated 
are: 

 Repair modular joint seals at abutments 

 Replace bearing pads 

 Clear vegetation in the channel 
 

The respective city and county staff negotiated the terms of the second IGA and are 
recommending approval.  The terms of the second IGA are as follows: 
 
County Responsibilities: 
 

 The county will participate as a financial partner only, in an amount not to exceed 
$120,000, and 

 remit payment within 30 days, once the city has provided the county with a copy 
of the awarded contract. 

 
City Responsibilities: 
 

 The city will act as the lead agency for this project,  

 fund all construction costs that exceed $120,000, and 

 furnish the county with a copy of the awarded contract for the bridge repairs. 
 
FISCAL NOTE:   
 
Funding for this project is available in the FY2010 Capital Improvement Program. 
Payment will be from the Transportation Sales Tax Fund, Street System Account 7010-
7075-543001-CIPST-EN00243 and from the Outside Sources Fund, Street System 
Account 4810-4810-543001-CIPST-EN00243.

 WHEREAS, the City desires to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement 

with the Maricopa County Department of Transportation for the repair of the Peoria 
Avenue Bridge over New River; and 
 
  WHEREAS, the City is willing to pay for the costs associated with the 
construction of the bridge repair improvements at Peoria Avenue and New River; and 
 
  WHEREAS, by the City entering into the Intergovernmental Agreement 
with the Maricopa County Department of Transportation the public interest will best be 
served. 
 
  THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and City Council of the 
City of Peoria, Arizona approves and adopts this Resolution to enter into an 
Intergovernmental Agreement with the Maricopa County Department of Transportation 
for the repair of the Peoria Avenue Bridge over New River.
